LANCASTER TOWNSHIP BOARD OF SUPERVISORS MEETING
Minutes – July 11, 2005


I. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE, CALL TO ORDER, AND ROLL CALL
The duly advertised Lancaster Township Board of Supervisors’ meeting was held on July 11, 2005 in the Township Building at 1240 Maple Avenue, Lancaster, PA. Chair Helen S. Adams called the meeting to order at 7:30 p.m. Vice Chair Anthony J. Allen and Treasurer Thomas H. Schaller were also present. Others in attendance included Township management staff and interested parties. Allegiance to the flag was pledged.

II. PUBLIC COMMENT ON AGENDA ITEMS
There were none.

III. SECRETARY’S REPORTS
Mr. Allen asked for more detail in the minutes. Mrs. Adams stated that the minutes accurately reflect the business of the Supervisors’ meetings and that minutes can be amended at any time in the future if necessary. After discussion, the minutes of the June 13, 2005 Board of Supervisors’ meeting were approved by general consent.

VIII. OLD BUSINESS: There was none.

IX. PLANNING/ZONING BUSINESS
A. LTPC #193 – Millersville Bible Church, Final Lot Add-On Plan
Ron Hershey, Licensed Land Surveyor, made a brief presentation on behalf of Millersville Bible Church. He responded to the points of concern enumerated in a letter from the Township engineer, RETTEW Assoc., Inc., noting that all had been addressed in a proper fashion. Mr. Allen then moved, Mr. Schaller seconded, and the board unanimously granted unconditional final plan approval.
B. LTPC # 195 – Elm Avenue Condominiums, Preliminary/Final Land Development Plan
Mr. Schaller moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the Board unanimously granted the following modification:
1. Section 305 – Preliminary Plan Processing.

Mr. Schaller moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the Board unanimously granted another modification:
2. Section 602.09.E and Section 602.05.E – Street Intersection Radii with the condition that the entrance configuration is acceptable to the Lancaster Township Fire Department.

Mr. Schaller moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the board unanimously moved to prohibit parking on both sides of the development’s private street and to restrict parking on the south side of Elm Avenue for fifteen feet from both sides of the intersection of the private road with Elm Avenue.

X. New Business
A. Ordinance No. 2005-03
Mr. Allen presented the above-mentioned Ordinance which amends Ordinance No. 2002-02, regulation of public sanitary sewers, to conform to the Lancaster Area Sewer Authority’ rules and regulations. This Ordinance will be acted on at the August 8, 2005 Board of Supervisors meeting.
B. Resolution No. 2005-10
Mr. Schaller moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the Board unanimously approved the above-mentioned Resolution, which authorizes the Township Manager to enter into a Municipal 5-Year Winter Services Agreement with PennDOT for snow and ice removal on parts of Riverside Avenue, Orange Street, and Wabank Road. PennDOT will pay the Township $3,022.20 annually for this service.

XI. GUEST RECOGNITION AND PARTICIPATION
?Peggie Miller, Valley Road, told the Supervisors that she does not feel a full-time sergeant is needed in Lancaster Township and that she would like the position eliminated. ?Sandra Worley, Bean Hill Road, informed the Supervisors that traffic on Bean Hill Road is “horrendous and extremely noisy”. She feels with all the speeding that a serious accident will occur there. The Supervisors stated the police are aware of the problems with that intersection at Sterling Place and do their best to control the conditions. Mrs. Worley also said there are motorbikes riding in the field just off of Bean Hill Road. ?Bill Worley, Bean Hill Road, stated that marijuana is being grown between the cemetery (off of Bean Hill Road) and the woods. The police are aware of it and have been spraying to kill the plants and monitoring the area.

There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 8:21PM.
