LANCASTER TOWNSHIP BOARD OF SUPERVISORS MEETING
Minutes – July 12, 2004

I. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE, CALL TO ORDER, AND ROLL CALL
The duly advertised Lancaster Township Board of Supervisors’ meeting was held on July 12, 2004 in the Township Building at 1240 Maple Avenue, Lancaster, PA. Chair Thomas H. Schaller called the meeting to order at 7:30 p.m. Vice Chair Helen S. Adams and Treasurer Anthony J. Allen were also present. Others in attendance included Township management staff, and interested parties. Allegiance to the flag was pledged.

II. PUBLIC COMMENT ON AGENDA ITEMS
There were none.

III. SECRETARY’S REPORTS
The minutes of the June 14, 2004 Board of Supervisors’ meeting were approved by general consent, with a minor editorial correction changing poem to essay under Public Comment item.

IV. TREASURER’S REPORT
Treasurer Allen presented the Treasurer's Report showing the following amounts as of June 30, 2004:

On a motion by Mr. Allen, seconded by Mrs. Adams, the Board unanimously approved payment of bills:

VI. REPORTS
A. Lafayette Fire Company: There was no report available.
B. Lancaster Township Fire Department Report: There were 76 emergency calls in June bringing the year-to-date total to 311 responses. Mr. Schaller reminded residents that the Fire Department welcomes all donations, large or small.
C. Police, Sewer, and Subsidiary Reports: These reports are available for public inspection before and after this meeting and during regular business hours.
C. Recycling Report: The May 2003 recycling rate was 26.79%.
E. Strategic Comprehensive Plan Quarterly Report: Mr. Schaller reported the following accomplishments for the second quarter: the Uniform Construction Code Ordinance was passed; 48-hour parking restriction signs have been installed in troublesome areas; residents have received advance notice of upcoming street work, in some cases door-to-door notification; a new finance officer was hired and trained; a new alarm system monitor has been installed; a new part-time employee was hired to attend the yard waste drop-off site; Lancaster Township Historical Commission has completed its historical survey of the Township and is now entering the data into a program; bus stop shelters are being proposed for various sites; the Maple Grove bridges construction is almost complete; the School Lane Hills storm water project continues; the Public Safety Committee is investigating police services options; a tour of Township roadways was conducted by Board members; the LCSWMA grinder was used to make mulch, which is free to Township residents. Mr. Schaller further remarked that the Township staff is always looking at ways to save money.
F. Lancaster Inter-Municipal Committee: There was no meeting on which to report. The next meeting is July 14 at West Hempfield Township. 
G. Questions & Comments for Community Police Officer: Officer Nelson Ramos was in attendance. Bill Worley, Bean Hill Road, asked Officer Ramos to do something about the speeding motorcyclists going down Bean Hill Road every weekend night. The Township received a report of police activity in response to Ms. Pat Wolf’s feelings that Jamaica Road receives no very little police attention. The report clearly shows that the police are responsive to residents in the area and a copy of the report was given to Ms. Wolf.

VIII. OLD BUSINESS
A. Ordinance No. 2004-02
Mr. Allen moved, Mrs. Adams seconded, and the Board unanimously approved the above-mentioned ordinance, which regulates non-storm water discharged into storm water drainage or storm sewer systems in accordance with Federal and State laws, and establishes methods to control the introduction of pollutants into storm drainage or sewer systems in order to comply with the requirements of the national Pollution Discharge Elimination System (NPDES) permit process. This ordinance was presented at the June 14, 2004 Board of Supervisors meeting.

IX. PLANNING/ZONING BUSINESS
A. Southern Village Preliminary Plan
Mrs. Adams moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the Board unanimously denied a recommendation by the Lancaster Township Planning Commission to grant a waiver of unconditional approval for the above-mentioned preliminary plan.
B. Modification to Final Subdivision Plan – 441-447 Charles Road (McNelis Property)
Mr. Allen moved, Mr. Schaller seconded, and the Board unanimously granted the following modification requests for the above-named plan:
1. Section 603.02 – Curbing
2. Section 603.03 – Sidewalks 
A note will be placed on the final plan that the owners of Lot #1 and Lot #2 may be required to install curb, sidewalk, and the associated road widening if Lancaster Township improves Charles Road. The cost of such improvements may be the responsibility of each property owner at the time of roadway improvements.

X. New Business
A. Bid Award – Marietta Avenue (Rte 23)/North President Avenue
Mrs. Adams moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the board unanimously awarded a contract for the above-mentioned construction project along with two alternate additions. The base bid is in the amount of $345,817; Alternate 1 for a circular driveway is for $11,170; Alternate 2 for LED signals is $2,947.
B. Appointments
Mr. Allen moved, Mrs. Adams seconded, and the Board unanimously appointed Douglas M. Campbell to fill an unexpired term on the Historical Commission ending December 31, 2007 and Alace Humphreville to the Historic Resource Council with a term ending December 31 2004.

XI. GUEST RECOGNITION AND PARTICIPATION
?Bill Sweirnik, Southern Village landscape architect, questioned why the Board did not approve the waiver of unconditional plan approval. He had expected approval and asked why there were new conditions of which he was unaware. Mr. Clouser stated there were a number of concerns to be addressed and suggested all parties meet to discuss these concerns. ?Bill Worley, Bean Hill Road, expressed his worries that too many automobiles are being added to Bean Hill Road as a result of planned new development. Sandy Worley added the Hawthorne Ridge development will just add to the congestion. Mr. and Mrs. Worley both feel the relocation construction for Second Lock Road will only worsen an already existing problem. They feel strongly that traffic from the new development should be diverted to New Danville Pike and that it should be a top priority in the planning. Mrs. Adams noted that putting more housing in the designated Urban Growth Boundaries actually preserves more land in the county, for the good of all.
