   LANCASTER TOWNSHIP BOARD OF SUPERVISORS MEETING
  Minutes—July 12, 2010
 
I.    PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE, CALL TO ORDER, AND ROLL CALL
The duly advertised Lancaster Township Board of Supervisors meeting was held on July 12, 2010 in the township building at 1240 Maple Avenue , Lancaster , PA. Chair Thomas H. Schaller called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM. Vice Chair Kathleen M. Wasong and Treasurer Benjamin H. Bamford were also present. Others in attendance included township management staff and interested parties. Mr. Schaller led those assembled in the Pledge of Allegiance.
 
II.    PUBLIC COMMENT ON AGENDA ITEMS
• Charles Talbert, 1322 Valley Road , continued the on-going discussions about flooding on his block in the street and yards. He feels the new construction at 1313 Valley Road contributes significantly to the problem and asked the township to authorize an engineering study to determine ways to alleviate the flooding. Mr. Talbert further feels that replacing the storm water pipe on his property, which caused the sinkhole, will not totally solve the problem. William M. Laudien, township manager, stated that the pipe has been filmed from both sides up to the collapse in Mr. Talbert’s front yard. Mr. Laudien stated the best solution is to open the area, remove the pipe and restore the area to the original open stream/ditch. The basic problem is that the length of pipe is too long and too narrow to handle the amount of water trying to pass through. Douglas Motter, 1321 Valley Road , stated that he sent pictures of storm flooding in 2002–03 and feels construction of 1313 Valley Road exacerbated the situation. Mr. Motter felt the pipe was big enough to handle the storm water prior to construction. Mr. Laudien disagrees that the pipe size was ever sufficient. Further, the pipes were enclosed without permitting or consent from the state or the township. A storm water study could cost around $15,000 for the three properties. Mr. Laudien also noted that the township solicitor has given his opinion that the property owners are responsible for the pipes. Dr. Rogevich, 1328 Valley Road , said that the builder opted to enclose the ditch in 1982, which was for the safety of the Rogevich children. Mr. Laudien replied that when the builder enclosed the ditch, he created an adverse condition. Dr. Madonna Talbert, 1322 Valley Road , presented pictures and maps showing areas that she feels creates the flooding problems. She thinks a study should be done farther upstream. Dave Feight, 1312 Valley Road, stated there was never any flooding until the construction at Lancaster Country Day School, 1313 Valley Road was built, and F & M and other construction farther upstream. Dick Halstead, 1323 Valley Road , agreed with Dr. Talbert. It was also mentioned that the open ditch at 605 Hamilton Road has widened over the years. Anne Speitel, 1324 Valley Road , says she has watched the flooding increase over the years in both her front and back yards and she also has a small sink hole that reappears occasionally. Tom Larkin, 1325 Valley Road , asked if the township inspected the properties when the piping was installed. Mr. Laudien stated that was a much different time than now when there are strict regulations for storm water control. Mr. Laudien said he was not opposed to a study being done, but asked if the affected residents would be willing to do whatever the study may conclude. Mr. Bamford suggested that Mr. Laudien meet with our engineer and determine the cost of a study. Mr. Schaller noted that we would have to consider the effect of this study on other township residents, but that we should investigate the cost of an in-depth study. Dr. Talbert noted that she would want to get her own engineering study.
• J. M. Hemphill, 1309 Homestead Lane , remarked that Ordinance No. 2010-04 allows an outdoor alarm to continue for thirty minutes, which he feels is too long. The board agreed the time is excessive and changed it to fifteen minutes. Mr. Hemphill then asked if residents could be notified by mail when a new ordinance is being considered by the board. Mr. Laudien replied that the mailing costs would be prohibitive. We do advertise in the newspaper but we can also put it on the Website.
III.    SECRETARY’S REPORT
The minutes of the June 14, 2010 Board of Supervisors meeting were approved by general consent.

    Mr. Bamford moved, Ms. Wasong seconded, and the board granted unconditional final plan approval to LTPC #233.

    Ms. Wasong moved, Mr. Bamford seconded, and the board unanimously approved a  resolution opposing forced local government mergers and consolidations as per the  proposed Pennsylvania HB 2431 and SB 1357. Ms. Wasong stated that she was in  no way opposed to voluntary mergers.

    Mr. Bamford moved, Ms. Wasong seconded, and the board unanimously approved the amended Schedule of Fees for Lancaster Township .

    Ms. Wasong moved, Mr. Bamford seconded, and the board unanimously authorized the township manager to enter into a five-year agreement with PennDOT for
    snowplowing on state roads within Lancaster Township by Lancaster Township .
   D.   Appointment of Citizen Representative to CDBG Steering Committee
    Ms. Wasong moved, Mr. Bamford seconded, and the board unanimously
    recommended appointment of Trudy Brandt as citizen representative to the
    Lancaster County Redevelopment Authority Community Development Block Grant
    Regional Advisory Council/Steering Committee.
