LANCASTER TOWNSHIP BOARD OF SUPERVISORS MEETING
Minutes - July 12, 1999

I. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE, CALL TO ORDER, AND ROLL CALL
The duly advertised Lancaster Township Board of Supervisors meeting was held on July 12, 1999 in the Township Building at 1240 Maple Avenue, Lancaster, PA. The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Chair Helen S. Adams. Vice Chair Anthony J. Allen and Treasurer Michael F. Pickard were also present. Others in attendance included Township management staff, and interested parties. Allegiance to the Flag was pledged. 

PUBLIC HEARING
Mrs. Adams convened the public hearing on the Conditional Use Application/Infill Development at 985-987 Clark Street. Owner Timothy Rohrer explained the purpose was to separate the property into two lots and sell them. There was no comment from those in attendance.

II. PUBLIC COMMENT ON AGENDA ITEMS
There was no comment.

III. SECRETARY'S REPORT
By general consent the full Board accepted the minutes of the June 14, 1999 Board of Supervisors' meeting.

IV. TREASURER'S REPORT
Treasurer Pickard presented the Treasurer's Report showing the following amounts:

Mr. Pickard stated the Treasurer's Report will be filed for audit.

VI. REPORTS
A. Lafayette Fire Company: Thomas Schaller reported the Lafayette Fire Company responded to 2 emergency calls in the East End of the Township during June.
B. Lancaster Township Fire Department Report: Mr. Thomas Schaller, Deputy Chief of the Lancaster Township Fire Department, reported 42 emergency calls for the month of June for a year-to-date total of 179.
C. Police, Sewer, and Subsidiary Reports: These reports are available for public inspection before and after this meeting and during regular business hours.
D. Recycling Report: This information has not been received from York Waste.

E. Strategic Comprehensive Plan Quarterly Report
Vice Chair Allen reported on progress with some of the many Township projects: a traffic signal is being installed at North and South Conestoga Drives; the road widening project at E. King and City Mill is close to starting; Wabank Road improvements are to be started soon; the Honeysuckle Lane sewer project is well on its way to start-up; cooperative efforts among the City, School District and Township have resulted in many improvements at Lancaster Community Park; the Township will begin an Adopt-A-Highway program; there have numerous park and recreation facility improvements; and an ad hoc committee on Pedestrian Safety will be appointed.

Mrs. Adams introduced Police Officer Griffin and invited comments/questions from those in attendance. Bill Worley, Bean Hill Road, reported an abandoned car at the corner of Whitewater and Bean Hill Roads and asked it be removed. Mr. Lorenz, Parkside Ave., reported a sign at Rte. 23 and Ranck Ave. (In the divider) was knocked down and lost; it needs to be replaced. Mr. Allen, Parkside Ave., noted one signal light is burned out at Rte.23 and Ranck Ave. Ray Bricker, Abbeyville Rd., noted cars are being parked along streets in the wrong direction. Beverly Shank, Elm Ave., thanked the officer for his visible presence in her neighborhood. Officer Griffin took notes and will look into all mentioned items. 

VII. ANNOUNCEMENTS
A. Ordinance No. 1999-06
Mrs. Adams presented the above-mentioned ordinance which establishes maximum speed limits on certain streets. The Board will act on this ordinance at the August 9, 1999 meeting.
B. Community Get-Together
A Community Get-Together will be held at 7:00 PM on July 26, 1999 at the Maple Grove Community Building, 1420 Columbia Avenue. Lancaster School District Superintendent Vicki Phillips will be in attendance.
C. Resignation from LTPC
Mrs. Adams regretfully accepted the resignation of Ronald W. Starcher from the Lancaster Township Planning Commission. Mr. Starcher is being transferred out-of-state and the Board wished him well.

VIII. OLD BUSINESS
There was no old business.

IX. PLANNING/ZONING BUSINESS
A. LTPC #147-Conestoga Memorial Park/Mausoleum Addition Final L/D Plan
Mr. Allen moved, Mr. Pickard seconded, and there was unanimous approval to release escrow in the amount of $3,201.00, leaving a $-0- balance, because of the satisfactory completion of all public improvements.
B. Conditional Use Application/Infill Development at 985-987 Clark Street
Mr. Pickard moved, Mr. Allen seconded, the Board unanimously approved the above-mentioned conditional use application, subsequent to the earlier public hearing.
C. Zoning Ordinance Test Amendments Requests
Mr. Allen moved, Mr. Pickard seconded, and there was unanimous approval to accept and refer the following text amendment requests to the Lancaster Township Planning Commission and the Lancaster County Planning Commission for their reviews and comments prior to a public hearing on September 13, 1999: 1.) to define personal care home; and, 2.) to permit personal care homes in the Restricted Commercial (C-1) Zoning District.

X. NEW BUSINESS
A. Ordinance No. 1999-05
Mr. Pickard moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the Board unanimously approved the above-mentioned ordinance providing for realignment and widening of a portion of East King Street.
B. Resolution No. 1999-12
Mr. Allen moved, Mr. Pickard seconded, and the Board unanimously approved the above-mentioned resolution which revises established uniform fees pertaining to ordinance, zoning, permits, and subdivision/land development fees, penalties for delinquent fees under the municipal solid waste management ordinance and other fees.
C. Lancaster Township Personnel Handbook
Mr. Pickard moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and there was unanimous acceptance of the personnel handbook. Mrs. Adams noted the time and effort William Adams, Township Manager, put forth in writing this new handbook.
D. Independent Contracting Agreement
Mr. Allen moved, Mr. Pickard seconded, and the Board unanimously ratified the agreement between James F. Doran and Lancaster Township for the performance of administrative duties and inspections related to planning, zoning, subdivision, land development, code enforcement, and other related matters.
E. Appointment to LIMC Greenway & Park Advisory Board
Mr. Pickard moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and there was unanimous approval for the appointment of Suzanne B. Teske to fill the unexpired vacancy on the GPAB (exp. 12/31/99).
F. Castle Roller Skating, Inc.
Mr. Allen moved, Mr. Pickard seconded, and there was unanimous approval of a request by Castle Roller Skating, Inc. to conduct an all-night skate on Saturday, September 18, 1999.

XI. GUEST RECOGNITION AND PARTICIPATION
Boyd Despard, Atkins Ave., spoke of his (and surrounding neighbors) opposition to the City proposed parking lot at Columbia Ave., Atkins Ave., and Rider Ave. Mr. Despard stated that Hamilton Park is a high-quality place to live and raise families and it would be most detrimental to the neighborhood from the standpoint of noise, pollution, and congestion. Petitions are circulating and Mr. Despard asked what the citizens can do to stop this. Mrs. Adams stated it would be very important to attend and speak at City Council meetings. Mr. Adams said if it comes before the Board, the City must adhere to all Township ordinances. The township is of the understanding this project is dependent on the construction of a convention center in the City which could be two or more years away. Any proposal would have to go before the Lancaster Township Planning Commission and would have to be in compliance with existing zoning which at present, would not allow the use being rumored. Mr. Adams assured residents all of their concerns will be foremost in any decisions to be made. Barry Brandt, Atkins Ave., mentioned the noise generated from just one refrigerator truck in that parking lot; several running busses would increase that annoyance significantly. Carol Thompson, Spencer Ave., asked if it is rezoned, who will establish decibel levels? Mr. Allen answered the Township would engage a certified agency. John Valentino reminded the Board of an area in the parking lot which collapsed. The constant threat of sinkholes is present and could be a significant hazard for heavy vehicles. John Cox thanked the Board for listening to residents far in advance of the possible occurrence. Beverly Shank, Elm Ave., is concerned with safety issues for pedestrian, bikers, children, etc. She also thanked the Board for their sympathetic ear and urged all to attend the City Council meeting tomorrow night. Mrs. Adams asked all residents to report any new information to Township staff. Mr. Brandt asked how a public meeting could be arranged with the Mayor. Mrs. Adams stated the Mayor is amenable to such a meeting and they will look into it. The following people asked their names be formally entered as being opposed to the parking lot project: Cecilia Kneip, Karen Helm, Rachel Rosenzweig, Kathy Retallack, Alice Pyfer, and Trudy Brandt. Mr. Pickard again assured residents that the Board will act in their best interest. He also urged everyone to attend the City Council meeting, send letters/petitions, and make phone calls to the Mayor's office. Mr. Mohler stated, "Jeff Mohler, 1247 Elm Ave. I'm also an attorney. I represent William H. McMichael, a name that might be familiar to some of you. He's under order to demolish two buildings." Mr. Allen replied, "correct." Mr. Mohler continued, "it's about two weeks past the deadline, work is progressing, but I was wondering what the position of the Supervisors is as far as enforcing the court order." Mrs. Adams asked, "Would you like to speak to that, Ms. Jacoby?" Ms. Jacoby replied, "I have been in contact with our attorney, Elizabeth Hambrick-Stowe, who is handling that matter and unfortunately she has been on vacation so I am waiting to get in touch with her to see how we should proceed and for me to update the Supervisors." Mr. Adams commented, "If I might, since the matter is..., been before the courts and the deadline has been established by the court, I think it would be inappropriate for the Township to go beyond this point in discussion at this time. Sandy Worley asked if the Township could do anything to assist in preventing cars at Sterling Place from blaring their radios. Officer Griffin will report the problems but noted he cannot arrest offenders if he is not there to actually witness the occurrence. Ray Bricker, Abbeyville Rd., relayed a situation where he was attacked by two dogs. Although he found Township staff extremely professional and concerned, he asked why the case must be handled by the state. Mrs. Adams replied that state law supersedes the Township in this case. Mr. Bricker inquired about the sale of fireworks in Township (a temporary use permit was issued). He also brought to the Supervisors attention that Ordinance 1972-03 prohibits grass from being dumped in the streets. Mr. Bricker suggested deputizing some kind of citizen patrol to give fines to dog owners breaking the law and litterers at Lancaster Community Park. It was suggested the Lancaster Recreation Commission should take some responsibility for clean-up. Mrs. Adams asked Mrs. Teske, as the Township representative to the LRC, to bring it to their attention. Walter Lorenz, Parkside Ave., asked about the status of a park for the East End (it is still up to the City to accept or reject our offer). He also noted several other items: drivers are ignoring the No Parking Between Signs postings on Cottage Ave., traffic is still hazardous at the intersection of N. & S. Conestoga Drives, the traffic light on Ranck Ave. does not allow enough time for several cars to exit.

XII. ADJOURNMENT
With no further business brought before the Board, the meeting was adjourned at 8:15PM. The next Board of Supervisors' meeting is scheduled for August 9, 1999.
