LANCASTER TOWNSHIP BOARD OF SUPERVISORS MEETING
Minutes—July 13, 2009


I. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE, CALL TO ORDER, AND ROLL CALL
The duly advertised Lancaster Township Board of Supervisors meeting was held on July 13, 2009 in the township building at 1240 Maple Avenue, Lancaster, PA. Chair Anthony J. Allen called the meeting to order at 7:30PM. Vice Chair Thomas H. Schaller and Treasurer Kathleen M. Wasong were also present. Others in attendance included township management staff and interested parties. Mr. Allen led those assembled in the Pledge of Allegiance.

PUBLIC HEARING
Mr. Allen opened and conducted a public hearing on a request from Dominion Pizza II, 938 Columbia Avenue, for an inter-municipal liquor license transfer from Manheim Township into Lancaster Township, which would allow for the sale of beer. A copy of the transcript is attached.

II. PUBLIC COMMENT ON AGENDA ITEMS
Peggie Miller, Valley Road, felt the board should delay their vote on the liquor license transfer until the August 2009 board meeting. She did not think the public had enough notification. It was pointed out that the property has been posted and there were two separate legal advertisements in the newspapers.

III. SECRETARY’S REPORTS
The minutes of the June 8, 2009 Board of Supervisors meeting were approved by general consent.

A. Lancaster Township Fire Department Report: Mr. Schaller reported 44 emergency calls in June for a year-to-date total of 234 responses.

C. Recycling Report: The May 2009 recycling rate was 14.97%. 
D. Lancaster Inter-Municipal Committee: The July 8 LIMC meeting was held at East Hempfield Township. Matt Shields of the PA DEP Bureau of Radiation Protection spoke on the dangers of radon in our homes and businesses and sources for remediation. The next LIMC meeting will be held August 12 at Manheim Township.

The Lancaster Township Supervisors are committed to the goals
as established by the adoption of the Regional Comprehensive Plan
and the following actions are consistent with the directives of that document
VIII. OLD BUSINESS: There was none.

IX. PLANNING/ZONING BUSINESS
A. Resolution No. 2009-11
Mr. Schaller moved, Ms. Wasong seconded, and the board unanimously authorized the submission of a sewage planning module for CrossWay Church (LTPC #230) to PA DEP.
B. LTPC #230—CrossWay Church Preliminary Land Development Plan
Ms. Wasong moved, Mr. Schaller seconded, and the board unanimously granted conditional plan approval.

X. New Business
A. Resolution No. 2009-12
Mr. Schaller moved to approve the above-mentioned resolution. Ms. Wasong seconded and asked for discussion. Mr. Schaller does not foresee any problems with Dominion Pizza II selling beer and stated we should listen to our residents, noting there were none who spoke against the liquor license transfer during the hearing. Ms. Wasong voiced how she personally struggled with this decision but said the community has changed her vote to the affirmative. Mr. Allen confirmed he would vote “no” because of the proximity of two schools. After further discussion, the resolution passed with two votes in favor (Mr. Schaller and Ms. Wasong) and one vote against (Mr. Allen).
B. Request for Handicapped Parking
Ms. Wasong moved, Mr. Schaller seconded and the board unanimously authorized a handicapped parking space at 990 East Orange Street.

XI. GUEST RECOGNITION AND PARTICIPATION
Patrick Egan, Abbeyville Road, thanked the supervisors for their time and prudence in running the township so well.


XII. EXECUTIVE SESSION
As there was time between the workshop and the regular meeting, the board conducted their executive session from 6:30 to 6:45PM. The topic was personnel-related.

XIII. ADJOURNMENT
There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 8:06PM.
