The duly advertised Lancaster Township Board of Supervisors¡¦ meeting was held on July 14, 2003 in the Township Building at 1240 Maple Avenue, Lancaster, PA. Chair Anthony J. Allen called the meeting to order at 7:30 p.m. Vice Chair Thomas H. Schaller and Treasurer Helen S. Adams were also present. Others in attendance included Township management staff, and interested parties. Allegiance to the flag was pledged.

III. SECRETARY¡¦S REPORTS

A. Lafayette Fire Company: There were 10 emergency calls in the Township in June for a year to date total of 35 responses to the East End.
B. Lancaster Township Fire Department Report: There were 38 emergency calls in June bringing the year-to-date total to 230 responses.
C. Police, Sewer, and Subsidiary Reports: These reports are available for public inspection before and after this meeting and during regular business hours.
C. Recycling Report: The May 2003 recycling rate was 33.71%. This increase is a result of the new yard waste recycling plan.
E. Strategic Comprehensive Plan Quarterly Report: Mr. Allen reported the following actions: The Township assisted with the Lafayette Fire Company purchase of a new engine; signs stating Welcome to the Village of Bausman, Please Drive Slowly were installed, to create a sense of community, along with SLOW painted on certain streets to help calm traffic; School House Road bridge is currently being replaced; the intersection at Columbia Avenue and Abbeyville Road is being improved to add a right turn lane; two Community Get-Togethers on the topic of homeland security were held; the new bio-bag yard waste recycling program is extremely successful; spraying for West Nile virus has taken place; the Lancaster Township Historical Commission continues to work on property/site documentation; and, free mulch is available to residents as a result of using the LCSWMA new tub grinder.

Mrs. Adams moved, Mr. Schaller seconded, and the Board unanimously approved the above-mentioned resolution authorizing the Lancaster Recreation Commission to apply for Grants-In-Aid from the PA Department of Community and Economic Development for a web system.
B. Resolution No. 2003-10
Mr. Schaller moved, Mrs. Adams seconded, and the Board unanimously approved the above-mentioned resolution adopting the Lancaster Township Emergency Management Plan.
C. School Lane Hills Stormwater Management Project
Mrs. Adams moved, Mr. Schaller seconded, and the Board unanimously authorized the Township Manager to advertise for bids for the construction and completion of the above-mentioned project.
D. Application for Handicapped Parking Space
Mr. Schaller moved, Mrs. Adams seconded, and the Board unanimously approved a handicapped parking space at 1252 Elm Avenue.
E. North President Avenue/Marietta Avenue Intersection Improvements
Mr. Schaller moved, Mrs. Adams seconded, and the Board unanimously authorized RETTEW Associates, Inc. to proceed with the design of the above-mentioned intersection, including lane design and related right-of-way issues.

XI. GUEST RECOGNITION AND PARTICIPATION
„TBill Worley, 707 Bean Hill Road, asked if there were a lot of false fire alarms at Sterling Place. Mr. Schaller replied there have been more calls lately, but not malicious or false calls. Mr. Worley then asked that something be done to make the property owner behind him mow his extremely high grass and weeds. Lynn Stauffer, Director of Planning and Zoning, said she would send a notice after speaking with the owner. „TRay Bricker, 546 Abbeyville Road, asked Mrs. Stauffer to check on the property behind him where numerous vehicles are being parked on the lawn. Mr. Bricker then commended the new trash haulers for doing a tremendous job. He asked if yard waste collection could be every week instead of every other week. Mr. Clouser replied it was an economic decision to go with bi-weekly collection and offered two suggestions: use a mulching blade when mowing rather than bagging the grass, or, take the yard waste to the maintenance facility after making an appointment. Mr. Bricker asked if there would be any spraying for black flies. The answer is no. „TA city resident complained about receiving a parking ticket at Manor Shopping Center as he waited in his car for his wife, while at the same time, the parking enforcement aide did not ticket two other cars with drivers she appeared to know. Sgt. Johnson said she would look into it, but in the future, she would need the license plate numbers. „TMichael Pickard, 1708 Crossfield Drive, asked if the grass ordinance could be under the same rules as the noise ordinance. This would allow for immediate consequences to the property owner.
