LANCASTER TOWNSHIP BOARD OF SUPERVISORS MEETING
Minutes—July 14, 2008


I. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE, CALL TO ORDER, AND ROLL CALL
The duly advertised Lancaster Township Board of Supervisors meeting was held on July 14, 2008 in the township building at 1240 Maple Avenue, Lancaster, PA. Chair Kathleen M. Wasong called the meeting to order at 7:30PM. Vice Chair Anthony J. Allen and Treasurer Thomas H. Schaller were also present. Others in attendance included township management staff and interested parties. Ms. Wasong led those assembled in the Pledge of Allegiance.

II. PUBLIC COMMENT ON AGENDA ITEMS
There were none.

III. SECRETARY’S REPORTS
The minutes of the June 9, 2008 Board of Supervisors meeting were approved by general consent.

C. Recycling Report: The May 2008 recycling rate was 15.25%. Also collected were 4,034 biobags, 178 bundles of yard waste and 3.81 tons of white goods.

There was no scheduled speaker; however, there was discussion of the Growing Together Land Use Advisory Board, which all eleven townships have joined. IX. PLANNING/ZONING BUSINESS
A. LTPC#222—Comet Fields Tract, Turkey Hill Request for Extension of Time
Mr. Schaller moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the board unanimously granted an extension of time until November 10, 2008 for the preliminary/final land development plan.

X. New Business
A. Appointment of Township Manager
Mr. Allen moved, Mr. Schaller seconded, and the board unanimously appointed William M. Laudien as Lancaster Township manager effective July 21, 2008.
B. Resolution No. 2008-09
Mr. Schaller moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the board unanimously set the beginning rate of compensation for the position of township manager at $67,000 per year.
C. Resolution No. 2008-10
Mr. Schaller moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the board unanimously authorized signatory on Lancaster Township accounts with PNC Bank, N.A.
D. Appointment to Lancaster Township Planning Commission
Mr. Allen moved, Mr. Schaller seconded, and the board unanimously confirmed its appointment of Nicholas Jabbour to the Lancaster Township Planning Commission filling an unexpired term ending December 31, 2009. Ms. Wasong then introduced Mr. Jabbour, who was present.
E. Ordinance No. 2008-03
Mr. Allen presented the above-mentioned ordinance, which revises the Lancaster Township established uniform fees. The changes are primarily in subdivision and land development fees. The board will take action on this ordinance at its regular meeting on August 11, 2008.
F. Verizon Wireless Request for Waiver of Land Development Plan
Mr. Schaller moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the board unanimously granted a waiver of a land development plan for the proposed communication facility to be located at 1420 Columbia Avenue.
G. Ordinance No. 2008-03
Mr. Allen presented the above-mentioned ordinance, which amends the Lancaster Township Zoning Ordinance to provide for the installation of communication towers, antennas and related equipment on municipally owned or operated property as a conditional use in the Campus/Open Space District. There will be a public hearing on August 11, 2008, 7:00PM, after which the board will take action on this ordinance. This ordinance will be advertised in accordance with the PA 2nd Class Township Code prior to the August 11, 2008 meeting.
