LANCASTER TOWNSHIP BOARD OF SUPERVISORS MEETING
Minutes – August 9, 2004

I. CALL TO ORDER, AND ROLL CALL
The duly advertised Lancaster Township Board of Supervisors’ meeting was held on August 9, 2004 in the Township Building at 1240 Maple Avenue, Lancaster, PA. Chair Thomas H. Schaller called the meeting to order at 7:30PM. Vice Chair Helen S. Adams and Treasurer Anthony J. Allen were also present. Others in attendance included Township management staff and interested parties.

II. PUBLIC COMMENT ON AGENDA ITEMS - There were none

III. SECRETARY’S REPORT
The minutes of the July 12, 2004 Board of Supervisors’ meeting were approved by general consent.

IV. TREASURER’S REPORT
Treasurer Allen presented the Treasurer's Report showing the following amounts as of July 31, 2004:

Highway Aid Fund 534,588.21

Mr. Schaller stated the Treasurer's Report would be filed for audit.

VI. REPORTS
A. Lafayette Fire Company: No report was available.
B. Lancaster Township Fire Department Report: There were 64 emergency calls in July for a year-to-date total of 327 calls for the West Side of the Township. The July total included a water rescue in Brecknock Township.
C. Police, Sewer, and Subsidiary Reports: These reports are available for public inspection before and after this meeting as well as during regular business hours.
D. Recycling Report: The June recycling rate was 24.11%.
E. Lancaster Inter-Municipal Committee: David L. Clouser, Township Manager, reported that United Way of Lancaster County made a presentation to the LIMC. It was noted that Lancaster Township has a very high percentage of employee contributors.
F. Questions & Comments for Community Police Officer: Officer J. D. Shaeffer informed those gathered that there have been a number of church burglaries lately with some of the same churches being hit more than once. He asked residents to keep their eyes open and report any suspicious activities.

VIII. OLD BUSINESS - There was none.

IX. PLANNING/ZONING BUSINESS
A. Southern Village Preliminary Plan
Mrs. Adams moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the Board unanimously granted unconditional preliminary plan approval for Southern Village, LTPC #174.
B. Hawthorne Ridge Rezoning Request for Public Hearing
On a recommendation from the Lancaster Township Planning Commission, Mr. Allen moved to deny a request for a public hearing for a property located at the intersection of New Danville Pike and Second Lock Road for a zoning change from Office/Professional (O/P) and Residential (R-3) to Composite Commercial District (C-2). Mrs. Adams seconded the motion. After discussion of the request, the Board unanimously opposed the recommendation and stated the applicants have the right to a public hearing.
C. Hawthorne Ridge – Preliminary Subdivision & LD Plan, Time Extension
Mrs. Adams moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the Board unanimously granted a 90-day extension of time from August 18, 2004 for the above-mentioned plan.
D. LTPC #182 – Hawthorne Ridge Preliminary Plan Modifications
Mr. Allen moved, Mrs. Adams seconded, and the Board unanimously granted the following additional modification requests: 
1. Section 602.05.G – Clear Sight Triangle: reduction to fifty (50) feet at internal street intersections only. Stop signs will be erected at all intersections.
2. Section 603.03.A – Curbs: no curbs along the townhouse alleys (Baum Street, Bronte Avenue, Doyle Road, Galt Drive, Tolstoy Court, Twain Street, Verne Road).
3. Section 606.01.H – Private Access Easements: townhouse units only.
E. Hawthorne Ridge – Open Space Development
Mrs. Adams moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the Board unanimously stated that the developers are meeting the intent of Open Space Development for this project.
F. Manor House Apartment – Request for Modifications
Mr. Allen moved, Mrs. Adams seconded, and the Board unanimously approved a modification from Land Development & Storm Water Requirements to construct a 512 square foot addition to the Community Building at 1415 Atkins Avenue and that the submitted plan be recorded.

X. NEW BUSINESS
A. Burnett Agreement – 206 Creek Drive, Public Sewer Connection
Mrs. Adams moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the Board unanimously authorized the Lancaster Township Manager to execute the above-mentioned agreement for a sewer connection, through Millersville Borough, at Ms. Burnett’s sole cost and expense.
B. Fire Protection Agreement with Lafayette Fire Company
Mr. Allen moved, Mrs. Adams seconded, and the Board unanimously approved a five-year fire protection agreement with Lafayette Fire Company for service to the East Side of Lancaster Township.
C. Authorization of Business Credit Card User
Mrs. Adams moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the Board unanimously authorized the addition of Diana R. Hess, Finance Officer, for a new account with the MBNA America Corporate Account and designated Ms. Hess as the authorized contact person for Lancaster Township. 
D. Street/Alley Tree Policy
Mr. Allen moved to approve the new above-mentioned Lancaster Township policy. The motion died for lack of a second.

XI. GUEST RECOGNITION AND PARTICIPATION
?Charles Winter, School House Road, expressed concerns about the new bridge across the Little Conestoga Creek on School House Road. One great advantage of the new bridge is that it can now support Lancaster Township Fire Department trucks. ?Ray Bricker, Abbeyville Road, registered a complaint about the Carson property on Wabank Road. He stated the property is a disgrace and needs to be cleaned up. The Township is currently addressing this problem. Mr. Bricker also asked if the new bridge would be painted as it looks like a rusting mess. Bob Desmarais, Lancaster Township Planning Commission member, told Mr. Bricker the steel making process designed it to rust into a protective coating that doesn’t deteriorate further. It’s called weathering steel and is very low maintenance. Mr. Bricker also asked why two footbridges were installed at Maple Grove Park. Mrs. Adams replied that the one near Maple Grove Mill replaces a bridge washed away in a flood and the other, placed further downstream, connects with the LIMC Greeenway in Manor Township. She noted that both Manor Township and the owner of the mill contributed money towards the costs. ?Peggie Miller, Valley Road, asked when a decision will be made on the 2005 police contract. The Board will vote on the contract at the September 13, 2005 meeting. ?Mr. Desmarais reported that there would be a public meeting on September 30, 2005, 7:00PM at the Four Seasons Sports Complex on the LIMC Regional Comprehensive Plan. They are seeking public input on the proposed goals and objectives.
