I. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE, CALL TO ORDER, AND ROLL CALL

Pickard was also present. Vice Chair Anthony J. Allen was absent because of family illness. Others in attendance included Township management staff and interested parties. II. PUBLIC COMMENT ON AGENDA ITEMS
Several people voiced their objections to the preliminary plan, LTPC #88, Binkley property, which is under Planning &  on a previously approved plan, increased traffic, trash and crime, current problems with line-of-sight at intersections, insufficient notification and information to residents, questions concerning type of tenant and rental rate, possible Township purchase of the property, obstruction of property owners views, destruction of a natural habitat, aggravating existing speeding problems, installation of speed limit signs on City Mill Road, and, absence of the supervisor from the East End. VI. REPORTS
A. Lafayette Fire Company: Thomas Schaller reported the Lafayette Fire Company responded to eight emergency calls in the East End of the Township during July.
B. Lancaster Township Fire Department Report: Mr. Thomas Schaller, Deputy Chief of the Lancaster Township Fire Department, reported 33 emergency calls for the month of July for a year-to-date total of 212.

C. Police, Sewer, and Subsidiary Reports: These reports are available for public inspection before and after this meeting as well as during regular business hours.
D. Recycling Report: Mrs. Adams reported a recycling rate of 17.36% for June and 15.20% for July. Mrs. Adams stated this rate is going downhill.

VII. ANNOUNCEMENTS
A. Street Sweeping Schedule
In an effort to conserve water, the Township will sweep its streets on an as-needed basis. The Township is using only half of the normal amount of water in the street sweepers. Residents should continue to observe the posted parking restrictions.
B. Community Get-Together
A Community Get-Together will be held September 27, 1999 for the East End Community. It will be held at Conestoga View for the first time.
C. Open Burning Ban
The Lancaster County Board of Commissioners has passed Resolution No. 64 of 1999 banning all open burning in the county and providing for enforcement and penalties. In keeping with the current drought emergency and based upon recommendations from staff, police, city and Township fire departments, a request by the St. Joseph Carnival for a fireworks display permit for August 13 was denied on the grounds that it would be too dangerous.
D. Municipal Recycling Program Performance Grant & LCSWMA Quarter Hauler Rebate
The Township has received $34,687.00 and $10,402.98, respectively, from the two programs.

VIII. OLD BUSINESS 
There was none.

IX. PLANNING/ZONING BUSINESS
A. LTPC #88 - Binkley Property - Timberwalk/Approved Preliminary Plan
Nishan Topjian, representative for the developer, presented the case for development of the land. He first stated no effort was made to hide this plan and they intend to be good neighbors. The minimum age for residents will be 62 years and the property will be deed restricted. Units will be one storey, two bedroom apartments; they will not be converted to low income housing; there will be no children living there; building will take place on only six acres of the 26-acre site; two entrances have already been approved (one on City Mill, the other on Conestoga Drive). Mrs. Adams noted the property was zoned for this development and has been on the books for five years. Mr. Pickard said the original court order permits a three-storey structure with 110 units and that the 80-unit plan is seemingly more acceptable. Mr. Adams stated the developers can legally begin construction right now for the court-approved 110 unit facility. The request is for a different, smaller plan and the owner can petition the court for an extension of the October 12 deadline. It is out of the hands of the Township and up to the courts to decide. After considerably more discussion, Mr. Pickard moved, Mrs. Adams seconded, and there was unanimous approval to not endorse the recommendation of the Planning Commission to support a request for a 14-month extension of the court order.
B. LTPC #150 - Puranik Property/Final Land Development Plan
The Township Engineer recommended a reduction in the financial guarantee of $3,460.46 as a result of public improvements being completed. After discussion, however, Mrs. Adams stated that in light of the land development plan not being followed, there will be an on-site inspection with action deferred to the next Board of Supervisors meeting.
C. LTPC #157 - Rohrer property/Final Subdivision Plan
 - Streets, driveways and utilities located within 200 feet of the tract.(Mr. Pickard moved, Mrs. Adams seconded, and there was unanimous approval of the following waiver requests: 1.) Section 302.02 - Preliminary plan; 2.) Section 403.03(a) - Existing Contours; and, 3.) Section 403.03
D. LTPC #158 - Family Practice Associates of Lancaster/Lot Add-On/Land Development Plan
Keith Miller of LSC Design explained the necessity of subdivision of property from the church to the doctors in order to meet zoning requirements. The amount of land involved is approximately .119 acres with the plan to be presented next month. Mrs. Adams moved, Mr. Pickard seconded, and the Board unanimously approved the following waiver requests: 1.) Section 302.02 - Preliminary Plan; and, 2.) Section 302.05 - Storm Water Management Plan Exemption Criteria.

X. NEW BUSINESS
A. Ordinance No. 1999-06
Mrs. Adams moved, Mr. Pickard seconded, and the Board unanimously approved the above-mentioned ordinance establishing a maximum speed limit of 25 MPH on Sterling Place from Bean Hill Road to Kentshire Drive.
B. Resolution No. 1999-13
Mr. Pickard moved, Mrs. Adams seconded, and there was unanimous approval of the above-mentioned resolution that authorizes a reimbursement agreement to be executed between PennDOT and Lancaster Township for roadway improvements to East King Street at City Mill Drive.
C. Proclamation - Constitution Week 
Mrs. Adams read a statement proclaiming the week of September 17 through 23 as Constitution Week. Mrs. Adams moved, Mr. Pickard seconded, and there was unanimous approval to adopt the proclamation.
D. Castle Roller Skating, Inc.
Mr. Pickard moved, Mrs. Adams seconded, and there was unanimous approval of a request by Castle Roller Skating, Inc. to conduct an all-night skate on Saturday, October 30, 1999.
E. Application for Handicap Parking Space
Mrs. Adams moved, Mr. Pickard seconded, and the Board unanimously approved the application for a handicap parking space for Mr. Gordon L. Book.

XI. GUEST RECOGNITION AND PARTICIPATION
s municipal election.(John Kreider, Millersville Pike, asked who instigated the question of annexation of Township property by Millersville. Mrs. Adams stated Millersville initiated the topic. The Millersville manager was told to contact the affected residents. At present Millersville is gathering signatures on a petition. Loss of revenue to the Township would be approximately $280. and approximately $17,000. to the School District of Lancaster. The Board has taken no position on the issue. It will be left to the residents to decide. Mr. Adams noted the question must go on the ballot in a general election, not this fall(Roger Thompson, Conestoga Drive encouraged the installation of speed limit signs on City Mill Drive. (Walt Lorenz, Parkside Avenue, noted the property was offered for sale at $1,000,000. to an undisclosed person who turned it down. (s indulgence on the very sensitive topic of development in the East End; people were keyed up. (Robert Weaver, Jr., Conestoga Drive, asked the Board(s decision to grant the city a 12% increase in water rates rather than the requested 18%, but would much prefer to see less than double digits. She asked if the Township and other municipalities will continue to pursue the matter. The alliance of municipalities has decided to continue its fight for lower rates. The cost to the Township so far is $6,714. (Peggie Miller, Valley Road, was pleased to see the PA PUC(Officer Ramos was in attendance for residents questions and feedback.
