LANCASTER TOWNSHIP BOARD OF SUPERVISORS MEETING
Minutes—August 10, 2009


I. CALL TO ORDER, AND ROLL CALL
The duly advertised Lancaster Township Board of Supervisors meeting was held on August 10, 2009 in the township building at 1240 Maple Avenue, Lancaster, PA. Chair Anthony J. Allen called the meeting to order at 7:00PM. Vice Chair Thomas H. Schaller and Treasurer Kathleen M. Wasong were also present. Others in attendance included some township staff and interested parties. Ms. Wasong led those assembled in the Pledge of Allegiance.

II. PUBLIC COMMENT ON AGENDA ITEMS: There were no comments.

III. SECRETARY’S REPORT
The minutes of the July 13, 2009 Board of Supervisors meeting were approved by general consent.

X. NEW BUSINESS
A. Resolution No. 2009-13
Mr. Schaller moved, Ms. Wasong seconded, and the board unanimously approved the above-mentioned resolution acknowledging and accepting Moving Smarter, the Harrisburg Pike Transportation and Land Use Study as a policy guide for Lancaster Township actions along with its municipal partners.
B. Agreement among Lancaster Township, the County of Lancaster, the City of Lancaster, and the Lancaster County Conservancy
Ms. Wasong moved, Mr. Schaller seconded, and the board unanimously approved an agreement for intermunicipal cooperation in regards to a recreational trail to be constructed along the Conestoga River at Betz Drive and South Duke Street.
C. Designation of Bank for Lancaster Township Funds
After discussion, Mr. Schaller moved, Ms. Wasong seconded, and the board unanimously authorized the transfer of township funds to Fulton Bank at the discretion of the township manager. 

XI. GUEST RECOGNITION AND PARTICIPATION
* C. W. Collom, Wilson Drive, asked what would be discussed at the upcoming Public Safety Committee meeting. The purpose of the meeting is to discuss police contract offers received so far and to allow for input from township residents. Mr. Collom then asked who is paying for the proposed trail along the Conestoga River. He was told that the funding is coming from grants and the township’s only responsibility will be the maintenance of a small parking area. Contributions to the project can be sent to the Lancaster County Conservancy. *Rick Shupe thanked the board for supporting the trail project and asked when work would begin. The start date for construction is uncertain as the conservancy is still awaiting the grant monies. *Bill Worley, Bean Hill Road, inquired as to the status of the swale at Hawthorne Ridge. Work on the swale will continue after all construction is completed and all construction materials are removed. William M. Laudien, township manager, offered to meet with Mr. Worley on site to discuss any remaining questions he may have.

There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 7:35PM.
