Minutes August 12, 2002

PUBLIC HEARING ¡V Lancaster Township Strategic Comprehensive Plan 2002-2007
Chair Helen S. Adams called for the pledge of allegiance. Mark Lauriello, Township Engineer from RETTEW Associates, Inc., presented the draft copy of the Strategic Comprehensive Plan 2002-2007. Mr. Lauriello reviewed the development process of the past 12 months including public meetings, Lancaster County Planning Commission approval, and a public hearing by the Lancaster Township Planning Commission on June 18, 2002. The Board will act on the Plan at the Board of Supervisors meeting on September 16, 2002. The hearing was closed at 8:25PM.

I. CALL TO ORDER, AND ROLL CALL
The duly advertised Lancaster Township Board of Supervisors¡¦ meeting was held on August 12, 2002 in the Township Building at 1240 Maple Avenue, Lancaster, PA. Chair Helen S. Adams called the meeting to order at 8:30PM. Vice Chair Anthony J. Allen and Treasurer Thomas H. Schaller were also present. Others in attendance included Township management staff and interested parties.

II. PUBLIC COMMENT ON AGENDA ITEMS - There were none

III. SECRETARY¡¦S REPORT
The minutes of the July 15, 2002 Board of Supervisors¡¦ meeting were approved by general consent.

IV. TREASURER¡¦S REPORT
Treasurer Schaller presented the Treasurer's Report showing the following amounts as of July 31, 2002:

Parks and Open Space Fund 12,700.72
Capital Reserve Fund 769,497.02
Highway Aid Fund 412,908.88
TOTAL $ 1,944,795.13
Mrs. Adams stated the Treasurer's Report would be filed for audit. She also noted that court and parking fines brought in over $7,000.00. The majority of this amount is from ticketing at Manor Shopping Center where a no parking restriction in fire lanes is being aggressively enforced

A. Lafayette Fire Company: There was no report available.
B. Lancaster Township Fire Department Report: There were 30 emergency calls in July for a year-to-date total of 302 calls in the West End.
C. Police, Sewer, and Subsidiary Reports: These reports are available for public inspection before and after this meeting as well as during regular business hours.
D. LASA Financial Statement for Years ended March 31, 2001 & 2002
E. Corrected Recycling Reports: April-17.61%, May-17.69%, June-15.91%
F. Lancaster Inter-Municipal Committee: William L. Adams, Township Manager, reported that the main topic was a presentation by Tim Breneisen, Lancaster County Solid Waste Management Authority, on yard waste/woody materials. The PA DEP now requires municipalities to recycle this material.
G. Questions & Comments for Community Police Officer
Officer Mark Radmore was introduced.

VII. ANNOUNCEMENTS
A. LASA Act 537 Phase I Update
Michael Kyle, Lancaster Area Sewer Authority, and Brian Kaufman, ARRO Consulting, Inc. made a presentation on progress with the updating of Phase I of the Sewage Facilities Act 537. LASA is preparing one plan for all member municipalities as opposed to each member preparing a separate plan.
B. The next regular Board meeting will be held September 16, 2002, 7:30PM with the Workshop beginning at 6:00PM.

IX. PLANNING/ZONING BUSINESS
A. LTPC #172 ¡V Sterling Place Lot #50 Final Plan
Mr. Allen moved, Mr. Schaller seconded, and the Board unanimously granted unconditional final plan approval for the above-mentioned project.

X. NEW BUSINESS
A. Resolution No. 2002-09
Mr. Allen moved, Mr. Schaller seconded, and the Board unanimously voted to table this resolution for action at the September 16, 2002 Board meeting.
B. Resolution No. 2002-10
Mr. Allen moved, Mr. Schaller seconded, and the Board unanimously approved the above-mentioned resolution to submit a joint permit to PA DEP and the Army Corps of Engineers to construct the Maple Grove Greenway trail and pedestrian bridges.
C. Resolution No. 2002-11
Mr. Schaller moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the Board unanimously approved the above-mentioned resolution ratifying the execution of an agreement between PennDOT and Lancaster Township for roadway improvements at the intersection of Marietta Avenue and North President Avenue.
D. Resolution No. 2002-12
Mr. Allen moved, Mr. Schaller seconded, and the Board unanimously approved the above-mentioned resolution authorizing the execution of a County Transportation Grant agreement between the Lancaster County Planning Commission and Lancaster Township. The motion further authorizes the Township Manager, William L. Adams, to execute said agreement. Mr. Adams noted this is a roadway improvement project to add an eastbound right turn lane on Columbia Avenue at Abbeyville Road.
E. Confirmation of Special Fire Police Volunteers
Mr. Schaller moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the Board unanimously confirmed the appointments of Michael Hemler, Richard Walker, and Rodney C. Warner, Jr. as Lancaster Township Special Fire Police. All three have been previously sworn in by District justice Mary Mongiovi Sponaugle. Mrs. Adams congratulated them on their appointments and thanked them for their service to Lancaster Township residents.
F. Request for Dedication of Sanitary Sewer Line
Mr. Allen moved, Mr. Schaller seconded, and the Board unanimously authorized sending a letter to Lancaster City requesting dedication to the City of a new sanitary sewer line in Alley K, Lancaster Township
G. Appointment to LIMC Regional Comprehensive Plan Steering Committee
Mr. Schaller moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the Board unanimously appointed Robert Desmarais as a citizen representative to the above-mentioned committee.

XI. GUEST RECOGNITION AND PARTICIPATION
„TAlex Henderson, Rice Road, asked how the LIMC Regional Plan would dovetail with the Township¡¦s Strategic Comprehensive Plan. A regional plan would treat the entire area as one, therefore eliminating the need for each municipality to provide all of the required zoning within their boundaries. Operating from a single regional plan would relieve one member municipality from specific requirements because another municipality already has that required zoning. „TPeggie Miller, Valley Road, asked what a resident could do with woody materials during the months it is not collected. Currently it is collected with the regular trash. The Township is looking into the purchase of a grinder so that woody materials can be recycled at the maintenance facility in the future. PA DEP requires the recycling of these materials from April 15 through October 15. It was then announced that trash and recycling fees for the Township will increase as of October 2002 to $65.00 per six months. Senior citizens with proper ID will receive a 10% discount. Green yard waste tags will no longer be sold. In their place are biodegradable bags sold at $1.00 for two bags. „TMr. Schaller, speaking on behalf of the Lancaster Township Fire Department, informed residents of the upcoming LTFD fund drive. He reminded everyone that solicitations are done only by mail. If a resident receives a phone solicitation, they can be assured it is not for the LTFD. „T „T „T
