LANCASTER TOWNSHIP BOARD OF SUPERVISORS MEETING
Minutes—August 13, 2007

I. CALL TO ORDER, AND ROLL CALL
The duly advertised Lancaster Township Board of Supervisors meeting was held on August 13, 2007 in the township building at 1240 Maple Avenue, Lancaster, PA. Chair Thomas H. Schaller called the meeting to order at 7:00PM. Vice Chair Kathleen M. Wasong and Treasurer Anthony J. Allen were also present. Others in attendance included township management staff and interested parties. Mr. Schaller led those assembled in the Pledge of Allegiance.

II. PUBLIC COMMENT ON AGENDA ITEMS: There were no comments.

III. SECRETARY’S REPORT
The minutes of the July 9, 2007 Board of Supervisors meeting were approved by general consent.

IV. TREASURER’S REPORT
Treasurer Allen presented the treasurer's report showing the following amounts as of July 31, 2007:

Highway Aid Fund 462,073.07
Parks/Open Space Fund 49,349.84
Capital Reserve Fund 199,847.30 
TOTAL $3,122,972.36
Mr. Schaller stated the treasurer's report would be filed for audit.

V. PAYMENT OF BILLS
On a motion by Mr. Allen, seconded by Ms. Wasong, the board approved the payment of bills:

VI. REPORTS
A. Lancaster Township Fire Department Report: Mr. Schaller reported 57 emergency calls in July for a year-to-date total of 358 calls on the west side of the township.
B. Police, Sewer, and Subsidiary Reports: These reports are available for public inspection before and after this meeting as well as during regular business hours.
C. Recycling Report: The June recycling rate was 17.29%.
D. Lancaster Inter-Municipal Committee: David Clouser, township manager, reported on the LIMC meeting held in Millersville: a representative of the Lancaster County Government Study Commission made a presentation on their work to date. Their formal report on the recommended form of county government will be completed in approximately nine months.
E. Questions & Comments for Community Police Officer: No officer was present and there were no questions.

VII. ANNOUNCEMENTS
A. Presentation of Certificate of Recognition: The board presented a certificate of appreciation to Kenneth D. Hammel, which stated “For your dedicated commitment to the future course of development in Lancaster Township since 1994 as a member of the Lancaster Township Planning Commission.”
B. Lancaster Township Family Fun Fest: Friday, August 24, 2007, 4:00-8:00PM at Maple Grove Park, 1420 Columbia Avenue.
C. Suburban Lancaster Sewer Authority Quarterly Rebate: $11,382.08
D. Next Regular Board Meeting: September 10, 2007, 7:00PM. The public is invited to attend the workshop beginning at 5:30PM.

VIII. OLD BUSINESS: There was none.

IX. PLANNING/ZONING BUSINESS 
A. Sewage Planning Module, 1401 Columbia Avenue
Mr. Allen moved, Ms. Wasong seconded, and the board unanimously approved a sewage planning module request for one EDU.
B. Release of Fire Escrow, 1332 Meadowcreek Lane
Ms. Wasong moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the board unanimously authorized the release of fire escrow monies to the heir of the Shirley Lombardo estate.
C. LTPC #172, Sterling Place Lot #50
Mr. Allen moved, Ms. Wasong seconded, and the board unanimously approved a reduction in financial securities by $15,000.00, leaving a balance of $15,000.00. There is a small portion of sidewalk along Perthshire Drive that must be replaced. All conditions listed the township engineer’s letter of July 6, 2007 have been met and inspected by township staff.
D. LTPC #222—Penn Manor School District, Turkey Hill Project
Ms. Wasong moved, Mr. Allen seconded and the board unanimously granted an extension of time until October 16, 2007 as per a letter dated July 9, 2007 from David Miller Associates.

X. NEW BUSINESS
A. Ordinance No. 2007-05
Mr. Allen presented the above-mentioned ordinance, which establishes additional parking prohibited zones in certain locations in the Sterling Place development. This ordinance was presented at the August 13, 2007 board meeting.
B. Lancaster Township Personnel Handbook
Ms. Wasong moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the board unanimously approved the updated personnel handbook with two additions: any use of township computers that accesses obscene materials or is inappropriate to a place of business is strictly prohibited; and, personal days are to be taken within the twelve-month period and are not cumulative.

C. 2007 Library Contribution Increase
Ms. Wasong moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the board unanimously authorized an additional $1,000.00 to be added to the 2007 library contribution in order to take advantage of a two-for-one match from Lancaster County. This translates into another $3,000.00 for the library.
D. Engineering Study of Devon Drive Watershed
Mr. Allen moved, Ms. Wasong seconded, and the board unanimously authorized an engineering study of the Devon Drive, Springside Avenue, and Fieldstead Avenue area storm water problems.
E. Pledge to Crime Stoppers Reward Fund
Ms. Wasong moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the board unanimously authorized a pledge of $100.00 to Crime Stoppers for information leading to the arrest and conviction of the highly publicized “acid vandal.” Mr. Allen noted that the township is doing everything it can to apprehend the perpetrator(s), including paying for police overtime. If anyone observes suspicious activity, they should call the police immediately. Working together, it is hoped that we can solve this problem.

XI. GUEST RECOGNITION AND PARTICIPATION
* Helen Adams, Quarry Lane, noted that the dates on the treasurer’s report were incorrect. *Mary Sponaugle, Hillcrest Road, spoke on behalf of several residents from School Lane Hills. Their concern is the rumor that Franklin & Marshall College plans to develop the playing fields located in Manheim Township next to their neighborhood. The residents’ biggest concern is that a road might be opened between Harrisburg Pike and Marietta Avenue through the middle of their low-traffic residential area. Several residents of the area voiced their opinions about a cut-through road, including Joe Volpone (Wilson Drive) and Bill Adams (Quarry Lane). *Barry Hemperly, Bean Hill Road, asked what can be done to mitigate the excessive storm water runoff at Wabank and Bean Hill Roads. It is causing sewage to back up into yard vents. Mr. Hemperly feels Hershey Heritage is causing the problem because of a recently built picnic area and storage shed. The board stated that the Lancaster Area Sewer Authority needs to be informed. *Gordon Reed, Conestoga Drive, recommended sending letters to the companies along Columbia Avenue near the Stone Mill Plaza/Giant Stores project recommending they install sidewalks. Mr. Clouser commented that with the imminent reconstruction of Columbia Avenue by PennDOT, we might want to wait to see what improvements the state will make. *Janice Myers, Elm Avenue, reported on her personal property damage because of vandalism. Ms. Myers was unhappy with the amount of time it took the police to respond. It was explained to her that the police respond in order of crime severity and damage to a parked car would necessarily rank lower than a more serious crime.

XII. ADJOURNMENT
There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 8:10PM.
