Minutes – August 14, 2000

I. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE, CALL TO ORDER, AND ROLL CALL
The duly advertised Lancaster Township Board of Supervisors’ meeting was held on August 14, 2000 in the Township Building at 1240 Maple Avenue, Lancaster, PA. Chair Anthony J. Allen called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. Vice Chair Michael F. Pickard and Treasurer Helen S. Adams were also present. Others in attendance included Township management staff and interested parties. Allegiance to the Flag was pledged.

II. PUBLIC COMMENT ON AGENDA ITEMS
There were none

III. SECRETARY’S REPORT
The minutes of the July 10, 2000 Board of Supervisors’ meeting were approved by general consent.

IV. TREASURER’S REPORT
Treasurer Adams presented the Treasurer's Report showing the following amounts as of July 31, 2000:

Mr. Allen stated the Treasurer's Report will be filed for audit.

A. Lafayette Fire Company: There was no report available.
B. Lancaster Township Fire Department Report: Mr. Thomas Schaller, Deputy Chief of the Lancaster Township Fire Department, reported 44 emergency calls for the month of June, 38 for July, for a year-to-date total of 279.
C. Police, Sewer, and Subsidiary Reports: These reports are available for public inspection before and after this meeting as well as during regular business hours.
D. Recycling Report: Mr. Allen reported a recycling rate of 17.32% for July.
E. Audit Report of the Liquid Fuels Tax Fund of Lancaster Township for Three Years Ended December 31, 1998: Mrs. Adams noted no monies were spent that was not legally allowable.

B. Community Get-Together
A Community Get-Together will be held September 25, 2000 for the East End neighborhoods at Community Hospital of Lancaster, 1100 E. Orange St., at 7:00PM.
C. Ordinance No. 2000-04
The Board presented the above-mentioned ordinance that recognizes the authority of Fire Companies to seek reimbursement for services and will act on this ordinance at the September 11, 2000 meeting.
D. Artist on Display
Mrs. Adams pointed out two paintings by artist Paul Herr. There is more of his work hanging in the lobby and Board Room. It is the practice of the Township to display the artwork of local County artists.

VIII. OLD BUSINESS 
There was none.

IX. PLANNING/ZONING BUSINESS
A. Reduction in Letter of Credit – Gable Park, Phase III
Mrs. Adams moved, and Mr. Pickard seconded, to reduce the above-mentioned Letter of Credit in the amount $20,000 to cover the cost of 76 trees at $250.00 per tree, and requiring a second Letter of Credit in the amount of $32,000.00 as a maintenance guarantee extending for eighteen (18) months to cover the infrastructure of Phase III. After discussion with Kenneth Notturno, attorney for Gable Park, the motion passed unanimously.

X. NEW BUSINESS
A. Police Contract for 2001
Mr. Pickard moved, Mrs. Adams seconded, and the Board unanimously approved the new agreement with Lancaster City for police services in year 2001.
B. Resolution No. 2000-14
Mrs. Adams moved, Mr. Pickard seconded, and the Board unanimously approved authorization to enter into a five-year agreement with PennDOT for winter road maintenance. The roads affected are East Orange Street, Wabank Road, and a portion of Riverside.
C. Bid Award
Mr. Pickard moved, Mrs. Adams seconded, and there was unanimous approval to award a bid to McMinn’s Asphalt for reconstruction and paving at Second Lock Road. McMinn’s was the low bidder at $123,271.00.
D. Proclamation
Mrs. Adams moved, Mr. Pickard seconded, and the Board unanimously proclaimed September 17 through 23, 2000 as Constitution Week.

Mr. Allen introduced Police Officer Neimer and asked if there were questions for the officer.

XI. GUEST RECOGNITION AND PARTICIPATION
Bill Beard, 670 Bean Hill Rd., reported excessive noise from boom boxes after 10:00PM coming from Sterling Place.(Bill and Sandy Worley, 707 Bean Hill Road, reported high grass (1619 Wabank) and junk-strewn yards in the Wabank/Bean Hill Rd. area. Mr. Adams explained the we follow the law by sending violation notices and filing with the district magistrate. Unfortunately some owners ignore the notices and it simply takes time to go through the legal process. (Yvonne McMurtrie, 149 Conestoga Blvd., asked why a greenway and a right-of-way are shown on the new LIMC Parks Directory. Mrs. Adams stated it is was only a proposed greenway and the right-of-way is only for sewer access. Mrs. McMurtrie also brought up her concerns about the new intersection at E. King St. and Conestoga Drives. She then suggested flowers be planted in the ROW in front of the fence at 1040 E. King St. (Elizabeth Wolf, 1033 E. Orange St., also requested higher road curbs; the rain makes a river across her property. Mrs. Adams suggested we send the Township engineer to inspect. (Walt Lorenz, 49 Parkside, stated residents are still discharging grass into the streets and that cars are still parked at the curbs on street cleaning day. He also mentioned he believes the curbs are too low and that there are incorrect grade elevations on E. Orange St. (Ben Styer, 1030 E. Orange St., reported on several things that he feels need attention: sidewalk repairs on the 1000 block of E. Orange St., go-cart nuisances driving around at 30MPH, cars being repaired on the street on Jamaica Ave. and E. Orange St. (where a car should be junked), the bank property trees need trimming, and black top needs repairs. (
