LANCASTER TOWNSHIP BOARD OF SUPERVISORS MEETING
Minutes—August 14, 2006

I. CALL TO ORDER, AND ROLL CALL
The duly advertised Lancaster Township Board of Supervisors meeting was held on August 14, 2006 in the township building at 1240 Maple Avenue, Lancaster, PA. Chair Anthony J. Allen called the meeting to order at 7:30PM. Vice Chair Thomas H. Schaller and Treasurer Kathleen M. Wasong were also present. Others in attendance included township management staff and interested parties. Mr. Allen led those assembled in the Pledge of Allegiance.

II. PUBLIC COMMENT ON AGENDA ITEMS: There were no comments.

III. SECRETARY’S REPORT
The minutes of the July 10, 2006 Board of Supervisors meeting were approved by general consent.

IV. TREASURER’S REPORT
Treasurer Wasong presented the Treasurer's Report showing the following amounts as of July 31, 2006:

Highway Aid Fund 526,274.07
Parks/Open Space Fund 57,155.56
Capital Reserve Fund 243,215.73

Mr. Allen stated the Treasurer's Report would be filed for audit.

VI. REPORTS
A. Lancaster Township Fire Department Report: Mr. Schaller reported 39 emergency calls in July for a year-to-date total of 303 calls on the west side of the township.
B. Lafayette Fire Company: Mr. Schaller reported there were five (5) calls in July for the east side of the township. 
C. Police, Sewer, and Subsidiary Reports: These reports are available for public inspection before and after this meeting as well as during regular business hours.
D. Recycling Report: The June recycling rate was 16%.
E. Lancaster Inter-Municipal Committee: Ms. Wasong reported on the LIMC meeting held in Columbia: the Regional Comprehensive Plan draft is being finalized; the executive director of the Lancaster County Humane League spoke on the cost of collecting and caring for animals and the resultant costs to municipalities; and, Neil Kinsey spoke on the monies available for intermunicipal 
cooperative projects.
F. Strategic Comprehensive Plan Quarterly Report: Mr. Allen presented the following updates: the transfer of ownership of Hamilton Park to Lancaster Township is pending; the Lancaster Township Historical Commission held its first annual garden tour; efforts are underway to preserve the almshouse on the grounds of Conestoga View and have it registered on the national historic sites list; the spring flooding and resultant damage was handled effectively; road resurfacing will be done this summer; a speed recording device (SPEEDsentry) was purchased to slow traffic on township streets; a new dump truck has been purchased for the Public Works Department; discussions on a new township fire tax are being held; a new ordinance prohibiting the parking of trucks over 9,500 pounds in residential neighborhoods was passed; and, fall leaf pickup will now be held on a rotating schedule throughout the township with no scheduled dates for collection.
G. Questions & Comments for Community Police Officer: Officer Klete Griffin stated the new SPEEDsentry does make drivers more aware of their speed. Mr. Schaller and Mr. Allen have both noticed slower driving habits where the SPEEDsentry has been erected. Sandy Worley, Bean Hill Road, requested the SPEEDsentry be installed on her road during one of the rotations. There was a comment from Dave Zimmerman, Rosedale Avenue, who spoke in favor of a fire tax. He felt is would make all residents support the Lancaster Township Fire Department. David L. Clouser, township manager, stated that all residents do support the fire department through an annual budgeted allocation to the fire department. Mr. Zimmerman also reported to Officer Griffin that there was a “gang” forming in the Bausman area. Mr. Allen asked the officer to look into the wooded area at the end of East Orange Street where there is possible drug dealing. Mr. Allen also asked for more attention to the speeding and double parking occurring on East Orange street at Burrowes Elementary School. Mr. Clouser stated he is currently addressing the double-parking issue with the school district.

Mr. Schaller moved, Ms. Wasong seconded and the board unanimously accepted portions of Sterling Place, Elmshire Drive, Perthshire Drive, and Yorkshire Drive for dedication as part of the public road system of Lancaster Township.

Ms. Wasong moved, Mr. Schaller seconded, and the board unanimously approved a recommendation by the Lancaster Township Planning Commission to grant a 90-day extension of time to October 16, 2006.
C. LTPC #205—Louise Ansberry Lot Add-On Plan (1145 Marietta Avenue)
Mr. Schaller moved, Ms. Wasong seconded, and the board unanimously approved a recommendation by the Lancaster Township Planning Commission to grant a 90-day extension of time to October 17, 2006.
D. LTPC #208—Raymond Family Trust, Lot Add-On Plan (690 Bean Hill Road)
Ms. Wasong moved, Mr. Schaller seconded and the board unanimously approved a recommendation by the Lancaster Township Planning Commission to grant conditional plan approval.
E. LTPC #209—U.S.H.C.P. Lancaster LLC, Storm Water Plan (Davita, Inc.)
Mr. Schaller moved, Ms. Wasong seconded, and the board unanimously approved a recommendation by the Lancaster Township Planning Commission to grant conditional plan approval.

G. LTPC #172—Sterling Place Lot 50, Final Subdivision Plan
Mr. Schaller moved, Ms. Wasong seconded, and the board unanimously approved a request to reduce the financial securities in the amount of $122,356.00 leaving a balance of $96,382.00 as recommended in a letter from the township engineer dated August 7, 2006.
H. LTPC #179—Mellinger Final Land Development Plan (1350 New Danville Pike)
Ms. Wasong moved, Mr. Schaller seconded, and the board unanimously approved a request to reduce the financial securities in the amount of $41,679.00 leaving a balance of $10,491.00 as recommended in a letter from the township engineer dated August 8, 2006.
I. LTPC #184—Southern Village, Phase I Final Subdivision Plan
Mr. Schaller moved, Ms. Wasong seconded, and the board unanimously approved a request to reduce the financial securities in the amount of $5,521.00 leaving a balance of $255,067.00 as recommended in a letter from the township engineer dated August 8, 2006.
J. LTPC #187—Hawthorne Ridge Final Plan
Ms. Wasong moved, Mr. Schaller seconded, and the board unanimously approved a request to reduce the financial securities in the amount of $917,926.00 leaving a balance $2,550,793.00 as recommended in a letter from the township engineer dated August 7, 2006.

X. NEW BUSINESS
A. Resolution No. 2006-07
Mr. Schaller moved, Ms. Wasong seconded, and the board unanimously authorized the disposition of records as set forth in the Municipal Records Code.
B. Appointment to Lancaster County Community Development Block Grant Steering Committee
Mr. Allen moved, Mr. Schaller seconded, and the board unanimously appointed Kathleen M. Wasong to the CDBG Steering Committee. It was noted that the committee decides which agencies, groups, and municipalities will receive funding and how much funding.

XI. GUEST RECOGNITION AND PARTICIPATION
* It was announced that Gordon Reed, member of the Lancaster Township Planning Commission, had successfully completed the Lancaster County Master Planner Course. This course is offered twice a year in the spring and fall. *Sandy Worley, Bean Hill Road, asked if street lights would be installed along the new portion of Second Lock Road. Lynn Stauffer, planning and zoning director, answered that when the rest of the development is completed, including the commercial area, there will be more light, but no street lights will be installed. The hills will also be graded for better visibility. Ms. Worley said that she is in favor of a fire tax.
