LANCASTER TOWNSHIP BOARD OF SUPERVISORS MEETING
Minutes—September 8, 2008

I. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE, CALL TO ORDER, AND ROLL CALL
The duly advertised Lancaster Township Board of Supervisors meeting was held on September 8, 2008 in the township building at 1240 Maple Avenue, Lancaster, PA. Chair Kathleen M. Wasong called the meeting to order at 7:00PM. Vice chair Anthony J. Allen and treasurer Thomas H. Schaller were also present. Others in attendance included township management staff and interested parties. Ms. Wasong led those assembled in the Pledge of Allegiance.

II. PUBLIC COMMENT ON AGENDA ITEMS
There were no comments.

III. SECRETARY’S REPORT
The minutes of the August 11, 2008 Board of Supervisors meeting were approved by general consent.

IV. TREASURER’S REPORT
Treasurer Schaller presented the treasurer’s report with the following amounts as of August 31, 2008:

Parks/Open Space Fund 43,790.28
Capital Reserve Fund 542,668.73
TOTAL $4,257,969.26
Ms. Wasong stated the treasurer’s report would be filed for audit.

V. PAYMENT OF BILLS
Mr. Schaller presented some revenue and expense highlights. On a motion by Mr. Schaller, seconded by Ms. Wasong, the board approved the payment of bills (8/12/08—9/8/08):

VI. REPORTS
A. Lancaster Township Fire Department: Mr. Schaller reported 44 emergency calls for the month of August for a year-to-date total of 353. Mr. Schaller then made a personal public statement in reference to the fire department’s efforts to construct a new building. A copy of this statement is attached hereto and is an integral part of the minutes.
B. Police, Sewer, and Subsidiary Reports: These reports are available for public inspection before and after this meeting as well as during regular business hours.
C. Recycling Report: The July recycling rate was 15%, plus the collection of 6,668 bags of yard waste and 225 yard waste bundles.
D. Lancaster Inter-Municipal Report: The August 13, 2008 LIMC meeting was held at Lancaster Township. There was no speaker; however, there were discussions on the Land Use Advisory Board, the new greenway, and having one common ordinance for regulating health standards in tattoo parlors. The next meeting is September 10, 2008 at Manor Township, where the speaker will present information on the new open records law.
Questions & Comments for Community Police Officer: Officer Klete Griffin was present and was welcomed back after an extended leave for an injury he received in the line of duty.

The Lancaster Township Supervisors are committed to the goals
as established by the adoption of the Regional Comprehensive Plan
and the following actions are consistent with the directives of that document
VIII. OLD BUSINESS: There was none.

IX. PLANNING/ZONING BUSINESS
A. Southern Village Phase II, Reduction in Letter of Credit
Mr. Schaller moved, Ms. Wasong seconded, and the board unanimously approved a reduction in Letter of Credit No. 2154 in the amount of $13,530.00, leaving a balance of $70,950.00 as recommended in a letter from the township engineer dated September 5, 2008.
B. McDonalds Restaurant at Manor Shopping Center, Return of Escrow
Mr. Allen moved, Mr. Schaller seconded, and the board unanimously approved a reduction in the letter of credit L/C #37-1370 and BEI #P05-0052, leaving a zero balance.

X. NEW BUSINESS
A. Resolution No. 2008-11
Mr. Schaller moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the board unanimously approved payment of the minimum municipal obligation to the PA Municipal Retirement System for 2008 in the amount of $79,393.00.
B. West Lampeter Township’s Request to SLSA for Increased Sewage Capacity
Mr. Schaller moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the board unanimously voted to support a request from West Lampeter Township to SLSA for an additional 500 EDUs of sewage capacity.
C. Proclamation
On behalf of the board, Mr. Allen proclaimed September 17 through September 23, 2008 as Constitution Week, marking the two hundred twenty-first anniversary of the framing of the Constitution of the United States of America. Ms. Wasong then read the entire proclamation.
D. Request for Handicapped Parking
Mr. Allen moved, Mr. Schaller seconded, and the board unanimously approved a handicapped parking space at 317 South West End Avenue.

XI. GUEST RECOGNITION AND PARTICIPATION: Glenn Usdin, Wildflower Lane, thanked Mr. Schaller for his statement of support for the Lancaster Township Fire Department’s pursuit of a new facility. Mr. Usdin and Ms. Wasong attended the school board meeting and both were greatly disappointed by the lack of discussion and the manner in which the LTFD request was treated. Ms. Wasong spoke to the school board in support of the project; unfortunately, they did not see fit to support it.

XII. EXECUTIVE SESSION
Because there was enough time between the workshop and regular meeting, the board held their executive session at 6:15PM to discuss real estate and personnel matters. The session adjourned at 6:50PM.

XIII. ADJOURNMENT
With no further business brought forward, the meeting was adjourned at 7:20PM.
