Minutes – September 10, 2001

I. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE, CALL TO ORDER, AND ROLL CALL
The duly advertised Lancaster Township Board of Supervisors’ meeting was held on September 10, 2001 in the Township Building at 1240 Maple Avenue, Lancaster, PA. In the absence of Chair Michael F. Pickard, Vice Chair Helen S. Adams called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. Treasurer Anthony J. Allen was also present. Others in attendance included Township management staff and interested parties. Allegiance to the Flag was pledged.

II. PUBLIC COMMENT ON AGENDA ITEMS
There were none

III. SECRETARY’S REPORT
The minutes of the August 13, 2001 Board of Supervisors’ meeting were approved by general consent.

IV. TREASURER’S REPORT
Treasurer Allen presented the Treasurer's Report with the following amounts as of August 31, 2001:

Mrs. Adams stated the Treasurer's Report would be filed for audit.

On a motion by Mr. Allen, seconded by Mrs. Adams, the Board approved the payment of bills:

VI. REPORTS
A. Lafayette Fire Company: There were nine responses in the East End of the Township.
B. Lancaster Township Fire Department: Mr. Thomas Schaller, Deputy Chief, reported 48 emergency calls for the month of August with a year-to-date total of 304. Mr. Schaller announced Fund Drive 2001requests for donations are in the mail.
C. Police, Sewer, and Subsidiary Reports: These reports are available for public inspection before and after this meeting as well as during regular business hours.
D. Recycling Report: The July recycling report is at 20.16%.
E. Lancaster Inter-Municipal Report: There was no meeting; thus, no report.
F. Questions & Comments for Community Police Officer: Officer Bowman was present and stated he has been on the force for two years, one in the City and one in the Township. There were no questions asked of him.


VII. ANNOUNCEMENTS
A. Proclamation
Mrs. Adams read a Proclamation of the Board of Supervisors designating September 17-23, 2001 as Constitution Week.
B. LCSWMA Quarterly Hauler Rebate: A rebate of $10,757.64 was received.
C. The next regular Board meeting will be held October 8, 2001, 7:00PM with the Public Workshop at 5:00PM.

VIII. OLD BUSINESS 

IX. PLANNING/ZONING BUSINESS
A. LTPC 165# - Sterling Place, Lot #50
Mr. Allen moved, Mrs. Adams seconded, and the Board approved the Lancaster Township Planning Commission’s recommendation to grant modifications of Subdivision & Land Development Ordinance, Section 602.06.A.3, Alley Encroachment into Rear Yards, and Section 602.07.A, Curbing along Alleys. This is the first time alleys will be installed. They will be private and remain the responsi-bility of the development.
B. LTPC #166 – Riverside Village
Mr. Allen moved, Mrs. Adams seconded, and the Board granted a 91-day extension of time for Riverside Village to present final plans. The Board further stated that no more extensions would be granted.

X. NEW BUSINESS
A. Municipal Waste/Recycling Hauler Contract
Mr. Allen moved, Mrs. Adams seconded, and the Board approved a one-year extension of the contract with York Waste Disposal, Inc., ending September 30, 2002 at an increased rate of 3.6% ($46.67/unit). Mrs. Adams noted this new rate would be a saving to the Township of $39,000 to $60,000 annually compared to that of other county haulers.
B. Resolution No. 2001-09
Mr. Allen moved, Mrs. Adams seconded, and the Board approved the above-mentioned Resolution, which appoints enforcement officers for the Municipal Waste Management Ordinance. This Resolution takes effect immediately.
C. Resolution No. 2001-10
Mr. Allen moved, Mrs. Adams seconded, and the Board approved the above-mentioned Resolution setting the Minimum Municipal Obligation for the 2002 Pension Plan. 

D. Handicapped Parking
Mr. Allen moved, Mrs. Adams seconded, and the Board approved two applications for handicapped parking spaces: 1176 Maple Avenue, and 1018 East Orange Street.

XI. GUEST RECOGNITION AND PARTICIPATION
Charles Collom, Wilson Drive, inquired what the percentage of increase was for the Township’s donation to the pension plan. The increase the Township must pay is between 1-2%. He then asked about the PUC hearing on water rates from the City. The PUC ruled in the(Peggie Miller, Valley Drive, Township representative to Lancaster Area Library, made several announcements: there is a wonderful display in the main library window; there is new security on books and a security camera; new landscaping; rear doors of library now have a functioning pushbutton for wheelchairs; and, please fly your flag. Ms. Miller asked if the public could attend Board workshops. All residents are welcome at any public meeting, of which this is one. (Alfred Scheib, Creek Drive, informed the Board that petitions against the building of a WAWA along Route 741 near the intersection of Barbara Street and Millersville Road are being circulated and will be presented to the Board. Mr. Scheib then asked if the Township had any plans for digital files as it makes it easier to insert information into County GIS. He would like to suggest the Township consider this step. ( last case that the numbers requested by Lancaster City were justifiable. The best thing to come out of this is that there will be accountability on the part of the City for the dollars being transferred to the City General Fund from Water/Sewer dollars. Mr. Collom asked for an update on the Maple Grove Mill. There is nothing to report at present; however, negotiations are real and they are ongoing.

With no further business brought forward, the meeting was adjourned at 7:42PM.
