LANCASTER TOWNSHIP BOARD OF SUPERVISORS MEETING
Minutes—September 11, 2006

I. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE, CALL TO ORDER, AND ROLL CALL
The duly advertised Lancaster Township Board of Supervisors’ meeting was held on September 11, 2006 in the township building at 1240 Maple Avenue, Lancaster, PA. Chair Anthony J. Allen called the meeting to order at 7:30PM. Vice chair Thomas H. Schaller and Treasurer Kathleen M. 
Wasong were also present. Others in attendance included township management staff and interested parties. Mr. Allen led those assembled in the Pledge of Allegiance.

II. PUBLIC COMMENT ON AGENDA ITEMS
There were none

III. SECRETARY’S REPORT
The minutes of the August 14, 2006 Board of Supervisors’ meeting were approved by general consent with two corrections on page 2, G (change “sign” to SPEEDsentry and “East King” to East Orange Street).

IV. TREASURER’S REPORT
Treasurer Wasong presented the treasurer's report with the following amounts as of August 31, 2006:

Mr. Allen stated the treasurer's report would be filed for audit.

On a motion by Ms. Wasong, seconded by Mr. Schaller, the board approved the payment of bills:

VI. REPORTS
A. Lancaster Township Fire Department: Mr. Schaller reported 39 emergency calls for the month of August for a year-to-date total of 342. 
B. Police, Sewer, and Subsidiary Reports: These reports are available for public inspection before and after this meeting as well as during regular business hours.
C. Recycling Report: The July recycling rate was 15.07%.
D. Lancaster Inter-Municipal Report: There has been no meeting since the last report. The next meeting is scheduled for September 13, 2006 at West Hempfield. Thomas T. Baldridge, President, Lancaster Chamber of Commerce and Industry, will speak then on the topic of the home rule study commission.
E. Questions & Comments for Community Police Officer: Officer Klete Griffin was present. Sam Heffner, Pennshire Drive, asked for assistance in removing a car with no license plate or registration on the 900 block of Sterling Place. He said that several 
tickets had been issued to the vehicle. Mr. Heffner also reported what appears to be an abandoned trailer on one of the parking lots. Officer Griffin said he would look into the vehicle problem but that the trailer was on private property where he had no authority. The officer did say he would attempt to find the name and address of the owner of the trailer if Mr. Heffner could obtain a VIN number. Felipe Martinez, Elmshire Drive, brought up the dilemma of people parking indefinitely in overflow parking lots. There was discussion on various parking problems involving the lots. The board pointed out that these problems are under the purview of the homeowners’ association and the township has no jurisdiction as it is private property.

VIII. OLD BUSINESS—There was none.

IX. PLANNING/ZONING BUSINESS
A. LTPC #210—Evergreen Estates Retirement Community, Final Land Development Plan
Ms. Wasong moved, Mr. Schaller seconded, and the board unanimously granted conditional plan approval, as per the comments in a letter from the township engineer dated August 11, 2006, and approved modification of Section 305.01 Preliminary Plan Processing.
B. LTPC #211—Cherry Valley, Ann M. Weaver & Anna E. McKinney Trust, Lot #10 Addition, Revised Final Plan
Mr. Schaller moved, Ms. Wasong seconded, and the board unanimously granted conditional plan approval, as per the comments in a letter from the township engineer dated August 21, 2006, and approved a revision on the final plan to change the word “commissioners” to supervisors.

X. NEW BUSINESS
A. Resolution No. 2006-09
Ms. Wasong moved, Mrs. Schaller seconded, and the board unanimously approved payment of the minimum municipal obligation to the PA Municipal Retirement System for 2007. 
B. Proclamation: Constitution Week, September 18-22, 2006
The board unanimously proclaimed Constitution Week, September 18 to 22, 2006. Mr. Allen then read the proclamation in its entirety.

XI. GUEST RECOGNITION AND PARTICIPATION
* Rosalie M. Gross, Ranck Avenue, registered her displeasure with the board for not appealing the Lancaster Township Zoning Hearing Board decision of January 23, 2006 where they granted a special exception to Section 604.6 to allow a personal care home at 996-998 East Orange Street; granted a variance to the definition of a personal care home at page 2-22 to allow a personal care home on a lot of less than three acres; and permitted the substitution of a non-conforming use with a conforming use pursuant to Section 2002.06. Ms. Gross further chastised the board because private citizens of the neighborhood had to pay for an appeal of the Zoning Hearing Board’s decision themselves. She stated the courts reversed the decision giving the residents a victory that the board itself should have pursued. Ms. Gross then thanked Supervisor Allen for being the only member of the board to agree with and support the residents. *Helen S. Adams, Quarry Lane, said that she appreciates the information provided by the board. She then requested that sources of revenue be stated at the time of the treasurer’s report. The board agreed to present those figures at future meetings. Mrs. Adams then suggested it might be beneficial if the board would review the process for public speaking at the meetings. Mr. Allen felt there was no need to put restrictions on time as there are very few occasions when a large number of people wish to speak. Ms. Wasong stated that she thought it would be a good idea to have speaking time restrictions in place when there is a subject that draws a large number of residents to the meeting. *Sheldon Shutter, Elm Avenue, asked what could be done to reduce speeding in residential neighborhoods. David L. Clouser, township manager, stated that the SPEEDsentry sign, which flashes a drivers speed, is being rotated around the township roadways and that the police have also set up surveillance points. Mr. Allen noted that the SPEEDsentry is a very effective traffic calming device and that the township will purchase a second one in 2007. Mrs. Adams complimented the board on their judicious use of money on the purchase of this device and felt the size of the SPEEDsentry sign is appropriate for the neighborhoods. *Filipe Martinez, Elmshire Drive, requested a “no outlet” sign at the entrance to the cul de sac at Elmshire Drive. He states that drivers race down into the cul-de-sac and then finding no outlet, race back out again. Rob Eckenrode, public works superintendent, will look at the location and resolve the problem.

XIII. ADJOURNMENT
With no further business brought forward, the meeting was adjourned at 7:55PM.
