Minutes - September 13, 1999

I. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE, CALL TO ORDER, AND ROLL CALL
The duly advertised Lancaster Township Board of Supervisors meeting was held on September 14, 1998 in the Township Building at 1240 Maple Avenue, Lancaster, PA. Chair Helen S. Adams called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. Vice Chair Anthony J. Allen and Treasurer Michael F. Pickard were also present. Others in attendance included Township management staff and interested parties. Allegiance to the Flag was pledged.

PUBLIC HEARING
Ordinance No. 1999-07
Proposed Zoning Ordinance Amendments

Mrs. Adams convened a public hearing on the proposed zoning ordinance amendments at 7:00PM. There were no comments from those assembled, whereupon the public meeting was closed.

II. PUBLIC COMMENT ON AGENDA ITEMS
There were no comments.

S REPORT(III. SECRETARY
The minutes of the August 9, 1999 Board of Supervisors meeting were approved by general consent.

A. Lafayette Fire Company: There was no report presented.
B. Lancaster Township Fire Department Report: Mr. Thomas Schaller, Deputy Chief of the Lancaster Township Fire Department, reported 47 emergency calls for the month of August for a year-to-date total of 259.
C. Police, Sewer, and Subsidiary Reports: These reports are available for public inspection before and after this meeting as well as during regular business hours.
D. Recycling Report: Mrs. Adams reported a recycling rate of 17.27% for the month of August. This is a little bit of an improvement.

At this time Officer Michael Hemperly was introduced and available for questions. 

VII. ANNOUNCEMENTS
A. Community Get-Together
A Community Get-Together will be held at 7:00 PM on September 27, 1999 Conestoga View, 900 East King Street at 7:00PM. A representative from the U.S. Census Bureau will give a brief presentation on Census 2000 with a question and answer period. Mrs. Adams mentioned the census is a matter of considerable import since it affects many types of funding (based on population) which comes to our community.
B. Lancaster County Tax Collection Bureau
Lancaster Township has received the Financial Reports for the Quarter ending July 31, 1999 and the Independent Auditors Report for April 1998 to April 1999 of the Lancaster County Tax Collections Bureau.

VIII. OLD BUSINESS 
There was none.

IX. PLANNING/ZONING BUSINESS
A. LTPC #150 – Vilas P. & Visanti V. Puranik/Final Land Development Plan 
Mr. Allen moved, Mr. Pickard seconded, and the Board unanimously approved the recommendation of the Township engineer that public improvements have been satisfactorily completed and reduced the financial guarantee in the amount of $3,460.64. Mrs. Adams suggested to Mr. Puranik that some type of wheel block be installed on the neighboring driveway to prevent vehicles from rolling down the slope and into Mr. Puranik’s building. Mr. Puranik said he has already spoken with his neighbor to remedy this potential problem.
B. LTPC #157 – Rohrer Property/Final Subdivision Plan
Mr. Allen moved, Mr. Pickard seconded, and the Board unanimously granted conditional final plan approval subject to the Township engineer and Lancaster County Planning Commission comments.
C. LTPC #158 – Family Practice Associates of Lancaster/Lot Add-On/LD Plan
Mr. Pickard moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the Board unanimously granted final plan approval subject to Township engineer and Lancaster County Planning Commission comments.
D. First Reading of Ordinance No. 1999-07 – Zoning Ordinance Amendments
Mr. Adams did not read the entire ordinance, but highlighted some of the sections.

X. NEW BUSINESS
A. Staff Appointment
Mrs. Adams moved, Mrs. Pickard seconded, and there was unanimous approval by the Board for the appointment of Lynn Marie Stauffer to the position of Director of Planning and Zoning, effective September 14, 1999 at an annual salary of $31,000.00. Mrs. Adams introduced and welcomed Ms. Stauffer.
B. Transportation Grant of Lancaster County
Mr. Pickard moved, Mrs. Allen seconded, and the Board unanimously authorized the execution of the above mentioned 1999 Grant Agreement for the East King Street/North and South Conestoga Drives Project. Mr. Pickard explained the County has granted the Township a sum of $60,500 towards improvements to this intersection.
C. Resolution No. 1999-14
Mr. Allen moved, Mr. Pickard seconded, and the Board unanimously accepted the minimal municipal obligation for the Lancaster Township Pension Plan for year 2000.
D. Resolution No. 1999-14
After reading the entire resolution, Mrs. Adams moved, Mr. Pickard seconded, and the Board unanimously approved the above-mentioned resolution adopting the recommendations of the Future of the Chesapeake, Recommendation for the 2000 Chesapeake Bay Agreement by the Alliance for the Chesapeake Bay.
E. Castle Roller Skating, Inc.
Mr. Pickard moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and there was unanimous approval of a request by Castle Roller Skating, Inc. to conduct an all-night skate on Saturday, November 27, 1999.

XI. GUEST RECOGNITION AND PARTICIPATION
 Peggy Miller, Valley Rd., asked for clarification about fund-raising appeals for the ambulance associations now that they are consolidating. LEMSA will now make appeals for funding on behalf of West End Ambulance, which will join LEMSA this October.( Walter Lorenz, 49 Parkside Ave., welcomed Mr. Bill Adams as a new Township resident; suggested the emergency generators for the township should have roofs built over them; reported problems at community Hospital (trash in streets, delivery trucks arriving noisily at 4:00AM, fifty foot trailer trucks blocking traffic); and, he felt stop bars should be painted on Ranck Ave. ( Tom Schaller, 345 Atkins Ave., announced the Lancaster Township Fire Department will be hosting the County Convention for fire departments on June 2 and 3, 1999. To help with raising funds for this event, “My Home Town” replicas of the two fire stations are on sale at $15 each or two for $25. Mr. Schaller reported on a FEMA seminar, Emergency Response to Terrorism. The event was hosted by Lancaster Township Emergency Management Agency. It was an excellent seminar providing good practical information on preparedness. Attendance at the Maple Grove facility included personnel from HAZMAT, city council, fire companies, medical facilities, and city police. Mr. Schaller asked everyone to make a contribution to the fire department’s Fund Drive ’99. Nearly two-thirds of their operating budget comes from the fund drive. He also reminded people the Lancaster Township Fire Department does not make solicitations by phone. This has been a problem in the past, and continues today, with residents being called to make a contribution thinking it is going to the LTFD when in fact it is going elsewhere. (
