I. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE, CALL TO ORDER, AND ROLL CALL
The duly advertised Lancaster Township Board of Supervisors’ meeting was held on September 15, 2003 in the Township Building at 1240 Maple Avenue, Lancaster, PA. Chair Anthony J. Allen called the meeting to order at 7:30 p.m. Vice Chair Thomas H. Schaller and Treasurer Helen S. Adams were also present. Others in attendance included Township management staff and interested parties. Allegiance to the flag was pledged.

II. PUBLIC COMMENT ON AGENDA ITEMS
There were none

III. SECRETARY’S REPORT
The minutes of the August 11, 2003 Board of Supervisors’ meeting were approved by general consent.

IV. TREASURER’S REPORT
Treasurer Adams presented the Treasurer's Report with the following amounts as of August 31, 2003:

Parks and Open Space Fund 10,802.89

Highway Aid Fund 438,585.12

Mr. Allen stated the Treasurer's Report would be filed for audit.

V. PAYMENT OF BILLS
On a motion by Mrs. Adams, seconded by Mr. Schaller, the Board approved the payment of bills:

VI. REPORTS
A. Lafayette Fire Company: There were six emergency calls to the East Side in August.
B. Lancaster Township Fire Department: Mr. Schaller, Deputy Chief, announced Fund Drive 2003 requests for donations are in the mail; there will be no solicitations by phone. There were 54 emergency calls for the month of August with a year-to-date total of 322. Chief Glenn Usdin asked residents to stay indoors if Hurricane Isabel should strike the Township and cause damage. Mrs. Adams inquired about billing for emergencies. The Chief stated that out of 10,000 billings for emergency services (over several years), they have received approximately 1,200 payments. Chief Usdin stated the fire department is ready and looking forward to the fifth annual Community Day.
C. Police, Sewer, and Subsidiary Reports: These reports are available for public inspection before and after this meeting as well as during regular business hours.
D. Recycling Report: The July recycling report was 30.65%, an excellent rate. Mr. Allen remarked that rate will decrease after October as there will be no yard waste collections during the winter months.
E. Lancaster Inter-Municipal Report: David L. Clouser, Township Manager, reported that the LIMC is looking for office space and has found several options. The Regional Comprehensive Plan is progressing nicely. Mr. Clouser cleared up a misperception that the plan would replace a municipality’s own comprehensive plan. It may be used that way; however, most municipalities will use it as a complement to their comprehensive plan.
F. Questions & Comments for Community Police Officer: Sgt. Sonya Johnson has been promoted to the rank of lieutenant and will transfer back to the City. Sgt. Charles Schmidt has been appointed to Lancaster Township as her replacement.

VII. ANNOUNCEMENTS
A. Fifth Annual Community Day: Community Day would be held Sunday, September 28, 2003 with activities, games, entertainment and rides for residents of all ages.
B. PA Planning Association Award for Outstanding Implementations of the Strategic Comprehensive Plan: Lynn Stauffer, Director of Planning & Zoning, is attending the PPA convention and will accept the award on behalf of the Township.
C. The next regular Board meeting will be held October 13, 2003, 7:30PM with the Public Workshop at 6:00PM.

IX. PLANNING/ZONING BUSINESS
A. Appointment of Alternate Sewage Enforcement Officer
Mr. Schaller moved, Mrs. Adams seconded, and the Board unanimously appointed Mark A. Deimler, PE, SEO, as an alternate sewage enforcement officer.
B. LTPC #181 – Riverside Village Lot Add-On
Mrs. Adams moved, Mr. Schaller seconded, and the Board unanimously granted conditional plan approval for the above-mentioned project. This action preserves the owner’s options for development.
C. LTPC #179 – Land Development Plan – 1350 New Danville Pike
Mr. Schaller moved, Mrs. Adams seconded, and the Board unanimously granted the following modifications:
1. Section 403.06.B.1 – DEP Planning Module;
2. Section 602.05.G – Clear Sight Distance Triangle; with the condition that a note is added to the plan requiring a stop sign to be installed and maintained at the driveway and the sight distance is maintained as shown on the plan ; and,
3. Section 612.01 – Emergency Access Requirement; a letter from the fire chief granting approval including conditions as stated in his September 15, 2003 letter.

X. NEW BUSINESS
A. Resolution No. 2003-11
Mr. Allen moved, Mr. Schaller seconded, and the Board unanimously approved the above-mentioned resolution setting for the minimum municipal obligation for the Lancaster Township 2004 Pension Plan.
B. Resolution No. 2003-12
Mr. Schaller moved, Mrs. Adams seconded, and the Board unanimously approved the above-mentioned resolution authorizing membership in the PA One Call System, Inc. 
C. Proclamation
The Board unanimously proclaimed September 17-23, 2003 as Constitution Week. Mrs. Adams read the proclamation.

XI. GUEST RECOGNITION AND PARTICIPATION
Mr. Allen welcomed students from a government class at Lancaster Catholic High School. ?Bill Worley, Bean Hill Road, asked Township staff to inspect the two retention basins near his home. He is afraid the pipes cannot handle the amount of storm water that may be coming with the hurricane and that his basement will flood.
