Minutes ¡V September 16, 2002

I. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE, CALL TO ORDER, AND ROLL CALL
The duly advertised Lancaster Township Board of Supervisors¡¦ meeting was held on September 16, 2002 in the Township Building at 1240 Maple Avenue, Lancaster, PA. Chair Helen S. Adams called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. Vice Chair Anthony J. Allen and Treasurer Thomas H. Schaller were also present. Others in attendance included Township management staff and interested parties. Allegiance to the flag was pledged.

II. PUBLIC COMMENT ON AGENDA ITEMS
There were none

III. SECRETARY¡¦S REPORT
The minutes of the August 12, 2002 Board of Supervisors¡¦ meeting were approved by general consent after a name change was noted.

IV. TREASURER¡¦S REPORT
Treasurer Schaller presented the Treasurer's Report with the following amounts as of August 31, 2002:

Mrs. Adams stated the Treasurer's Report would be filed for audit.

VI. REPORTS
A. Lafayette Fire Company: There was no report available.
B. Lancaster Township Fire Department: Mr. Schaller, Deputy Chief, announced Fund Drive 2002 requests for donations are in the mail; there will be no solicitations by phone. There were 42 emergency calls for the month of August with a year-to-date total of 244.
C. Police, Sewer, and Subsidiary Reports: These reports are available for public inspection before and after this meeting as well as during regular business hours.
D. Lancaster County Tax Collection Bureau Financial Report
Lancaster County Tax Collection Bureau Financial Report for the quarter ending July 31, 2002 has been received and is available for inspection.
E. Recycling Report: The July recycling report is at 14.52%, a rate Mrs. Adams called distressing.
F. Lancaster Inter-Municipal Report: The LIMC meeting was held on September 11, 2002 at East Hempfield. Items discussed: the Greenways prototype in Lancaster City is not moving forward; office space is still being sought; progress continues on a regional comprehensive plan; a CDL training seminar on vehicle maintenance and inspection was held.
G. Questions & Comments for Community Police Officer: Officer J. D. Shaeffer was present and answered questions about littering, noise, vandalism, and trespassing. David Zimmerman, Rosedale Avenue, reported speeding on his road and asked if additional stop signs could be installed. The Public Works Department will look at that possibility.

VII. ANNOUNCEMENTS
A. Fourth Annual Community Day
Suzanne Teske announced Community Day would be held Sunday, September 29, 2002 with activities, games, entertainment and rides for residents of all ages.
B. Community Get-Together
There are two upcoming Community Get-Togethers: October 7, 7:00PM at Maple Grove Community Building, 1420 Columbia Avenue, and October 21, 7:00PM at Burrowes Elementary School, 1001 East Orange Street. The police department will present a program on Neighborhood Policing and Terrorism Awareness and Prevention (TAP Program). After the presentation, there will be open discussion between residents and the supervisors.
C. New Refuse & Recycling Program
Lebanon Farms Disposal, Inc. (LFD) begins refuse collection in the Township on September 30, 2002. Lori Jacoby gave an overview of the program. Announcements have been on TV and radio, as well as in the Merchandiser and the Township newsletter.
D. The next regular Board meeting will be held October 14, 2002, 7:30PM with the Public Workshop at 6:00PM.

VIII. OLD BUSINESS
A. Resolution No. 2002-09 (Strategic Comprehensive Plan 2002-2007)
This resolution was tabled at the last Board meeting and Mr. Schaller moved, with Mr. Allen¡¦s second, to take the resolution off the table for action. The motion to remove from the table carried. Mr. Schaller then moved and Mr. Allen seconded to adopt the Strategic Comprehensive Plan 2002-2007 with minor editorial changes. Alex Henderson, Rice Road, thanked the Board for their assistance and praised the new plan. After discussion, the Board unanimously adopted the Strategic Comprehensive Plan 2002-2007.


IX. PLANNING/ZONING BUSINESS
A. Ordinance No 2002-06
The Board presented a draft of the above-mentioned ordinance authorizing Lancaster Township to enter into a Lancaster Inter-Municipal Committee Area Intergovernmental Cooperation Planning Agreement for regional planning.
B. Appointments to LIMC Steering Committee
Mr. Schaller moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the Board unanimously made the following LTPC-recommended appointments to the LIMC Regional Comprehensive Plan Steering Committee: Edwina H. Coder (LTPC alternate), Lynn M. Stauffer (staff representative), and William L. Adams (staff alternate).

X. NEW BUSINESS
A. Retirement of Township Manager
Mrs. Adams reluctantly accepted a letter of notification of retirement from William L. Adams, Township Manager. His last day of employment will be February 28, 2003. The search for a replacement is underway for someone who will also be community focused and resident driven.
B. Resolution No. 2002-13
Mr. Schaller moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the Board unanimously approved the Minimum Municipal Obligation for the Township pension plan for 2003.
C. Resolution No. 2002-14
Mr. Allen moved, Mr. Schaller seconded, and the Board unanimously approved the disposal of Township records in accordance with the Municipal Records Manual and Act 428 of 1968.
D. Contract Award for Street Paving
Mr. Schaller moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the Board unanimously awarded a street-paving contract to McMinn¡¦s Paving, the low bidder at $35.40 per ton.
E. Proclamation
Mr. Allen read a statement to proclaim Constitution Week, September 17-23. Mr. Allen then made a motion proclaiming Constitution Week, Mr. Schaller seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.
F. Handicapped Parking
Mr. Schaller moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the Board unanimously approved a handicapped parking space at 12 Glenwood Avenue.
G. Refuse Collection Rate Increase
Mr. Schaller moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the Board unanimously authorized an increase in the annual refuse collection fee from $110.00 to $130.00 ($65.00 every six months) with a 10% senior citizen discount.

XI. GUEST RECOGNITION AND PARTICIPATION
Mrs. Adams welcomed students from a government class at Lancaster Catholic High School. „TBill Worley, Bean Hill Road, asked when the Lyndon Pump Station would be completed and if there was anything new regarding a request to build a WAWA on Rte 741. The expected completion time for the pump station is Spring 2003, and there is nothing new to report on the WAWA request other than the project has not been abandoned. Mr. Worley suggested an area of Bean Hill Road be added to the paving list. „TGrace Byler, Newton Road, asked for assistance with parking problems caused by Lancaster Country Day School students and parents. Cars are parked on her lawn almost every school day, they are frequently parked headed in the wrong direction and against the fire hydrant. She asked that no parking signs be installed. Mr. Adams replied the Township is working diligently to resolve the situation. „TDavid Zimmerman, Rosedale Avenue, requested moving some stop signs from the cross streets to Rosedale Avenue itself. He said cars are driven entirely too fast on Rosedale. Mrs. Adams stated the Township engineer will take a look at the situation. „TAlex Henderson, Rice Road, thanked Mr. Adams for his service to the Township and wished him well in retirement. „TPeggie Miller, Valley Road, asked what to do with yard waste from October to April. Yard waste goes with regular trash during this time period.

At 9:00PM the Board retired to an executive session.
