LANCASTER TOWNSHIP BOARD OF SUPERVISORS MEETING
Minutes—October 8, 2007


I. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE, CALL TO ORDER, AND ROLL CALL
The duly advertised Lancaster Township Board of Supervisors meeting was held on October 8, 2007 in the township building at 1240 Maple Avenue, Lancaster, PA. Chair Thomas H. Schaller called the meeting to order at 8:10PM. Vice Chair Kathleen M. Wasong and Treasurer Anthony J. Allen were present. Others in attendance included township management staff and interested parties. Mr. Schaller led those assembled in the Pledge of Allegiance.


II. PUBLIC COMMENT ON AGENDA ITEMS —There was no comment.

III. SECRETARY’S REPORT
The minutes of the September 10, 2007 Board of Supervisors meeting were approved by general consent.

IV. TREASURER’S REPORT
Treasurer Allen presented the Treasurer’s Report with balances as of September 30, 2007:

Mr. Schaller stated the Treasurer’s Report would be filed for audit.

VI. REPORTS
A. Lancaster Township Fire Department: Mr. Schaller reported 45 calls in September for a year-to-date total of 456 calls. He then noted that the LTFD and Lafayette Fire Company would no longer conduct fund drives, as the township will fund the Lancaster Township Fire Department for operational expenses beginning in 2008 and Lafayette Fire Company will receive and increased donation.
B. Police, Sewer, and Subsidiary Reports: These reports are available for public inspection before and after this meeting as well as during regular business hours.
C. RecyclingReport: The August recycling rate was 15.97%, plus 3,701 bags of yard waste were collected.

D. Lancaster Inter-Municipal Committee: Ms. Wasong reported on the September 12 meeting in Mountville. Unfortunately, the scheduled speaker did not arrive. There was an abbreviated meeting, and the November 14 Lancaster Housing Summit was discussed. The next meeting will be held on November 13 at West Hempfield.
E. Questions and Comments for Community Police Officer: No officer was present and no questions were asked.

VIII. OLD BUSINESS 
There was no old business.

IX. PLANNING/ZONING BUSINESS
A. LTPC #172—Sterling Place, Lot #50, Final Subdivision Plan, Reduction in Securities
Ms. Wasong moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the board unanimously approved a reduction in financial securities of $15,000 leaving a balance of $0.
B. LTPC #188—Southern Village, Phase II (Heslin, Bigler phase), Reduction in Securities
Mr. Allen moved, Ms. Wasong seconded, and the board unanimously approved a reduction in securities for LASA sewer work by $67,595.00 leaving a balance of $0, as per the township engineer’s letter of August 22, 2007.
C. LTPC #188—Southern Village, Phase II (Cooper phase, Lot #262), Reduction in Securities
Ms. Wasong moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the board unanimously approved a reduction in financial securities for LASA sewer work of $115,115.00 leaving a balance of $0, as per the township engineer’s letter of August 22, 2007.
D. LTPC #188—Southern Village, Phase II (Cooper phase), Reduction in Securities
Mr. Allen moved, Ms. Wasong seconded, and the board unanimously approved a reduction in financial securities for streets and infrastructure (not including sewer work) by $6,930.00 leaving a balance of $84,480.00, as per the township engineer’s letter of August 22, 2007.

E. LTPC #213—Honeysuckle Plan, Shepherd Family LP, Extension of Time
Ms. Wasong moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the board unanimously granted an extension of time until December 10, 2007.

X. NEW BUSINESS
A. Proclamation: Red Ribbon Week, October 20—28, 2007
The board proclaimed October 20—28, 2007 as red Ribbon Week (to discourage the use of tobacco, drugs and alcohol) in the township. Mr. Schaller read the proclamation.
B. Proclamation: White Ribbon Week, October 28—November 3, 2007
Mr. Schaller moved, Ms. Wasong seconded, and the board proclaimed October 28 through November 3, 2007 as White Ribbon Week (to discourage pornography in the community) in the township. Mr. Schaller read the proclamation as amended.
C. Zoning Enforcement 
After discussion of the legal opinions of the township solicitor regarding four properties in the township that have been condemned by the zoning officer, Ms. Wasong made the following three-part motion: 1. to obtain impartial, third party evaluations of the properties to ascertain structural integrity, 2. to obtain the necessary court orders to enter onto the properties, and 3. continue with further enforcement and action as per the township solicitor’s letter of advice dated September 24, 2007. Mr. Allen seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.

XI. GUEST RECOGNITION AND PARTICIPATION
Mr. Schaller reminded those gathered that Election Day is November 6, 2007 and that it is important for citizens to exercise their right to vote. There were no questions or comments from those present.

XII. EXECUTIVE SESSION
At 7:56PM the board retired into an executive session for discussion of personnel matters.

XIII. ADJOURNMENT
With no further business brought forward, the meeting was adjourned at 8:50PM.
