I. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE, CALL TO ORDER, AND ROLL CALL
The duly advertised Lancaster Township Board of Supervisors’ meeting was held on October 9, 2000 in the Township Building at 1240 Maple Avenue, Lancaster, PA. Chair Anthony J. Allen called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. Vice Chair Michael F. Pickard and Treasurer Helen S. Adams were also present. Others in attendance included Township management staff and interested parties. Allegiance to the Flag was pledged.

II. PUBLIC COMMENT ON AGENDA ITEMS
There were none

III. SECRETARY’S REPORT
The minutes of the September 11, 2000 Board of Supervisors’ meeting were approved by general consent.

IV. TREASURER’S REPORT
Treasurer Adams presented the Treasurer's Report showing the following amounts as of September 30, 2000:

Mr. Allen stated the Treasurer's Report would be filed for audit.

VI. REPORTS
A. Lafayette Fire Company: There was no report available.
B. Lancaster Township Fire Department Report: Mr. Thomas Schaller, Deputy Chief of the Lancaster Township Fire Department, reported 45 emergency calls in the month of September, for a year-to-date total of 364.
C. Police, Sewer, and Subsidiary Reports: These reports are available for public inspection before and after this meeting as well as during regular business hours.
D. Recycling Report: The August recycling rate was 18.73%.
E. Suburban Lancaster Sewer Authority
The SLSA Financial Report for the year ended June 30, 2000 was presented.

Officer Neimer was introduced and available for questions. Walter Lorenz asked about the legality of parking cars for periods of days or even weeks. Officer Neimer replied it is legal as long as the vehicle is legally licensed, registered, and inspected. Sgt. Metzger is the person to contact about overweight trucks. 

VII. ANNOUNCEMENTS
A. Ordinance No. 2000-05
Mr. Allen presented the above-mentioned ordinance, which will establish maximum speed limits and parking restrictions on certain streets. The Board will act on this ordinance at the November 13, 2000 Board of Supervisors’ meeting.
B. Leaf Pick-Up
The Township will begin picking up leaves on October 9, 2000 and will finish with this service on December 8, 2000.
C. Halloween Celebration Date
Halloween will be celebrated on Tuesday, October 31, 2000, 6:00-8:00PM as per agreement with the LIMC which encourages a uniform observance of Trick-or-Treat throughout Lancaster County.
D. Proclamation
The Lancaster Township Board of Supervisors proclaimed the week of October 29 through November 5, 2000 as Pornography Awareness Week. Peggie Miller thanked the Board for their continued support of this annual event and presented white ribbons and a poster.

VIII. OLD BUSINESS 
There was no old business to conduct.

IX. PLANNING/ZONING BUSINESS
There was none.

X. NEW BUSINESS
A. Neighborhood Policing Office
Mrs. Adams moved, Mr. Pickard seconded, and the Board unanimously accepted an offer from the Bank of Lancaster County to establish a Neighborhood Policing Office on the East Side of town at 949 East King Street. This will be the first Neighborhood Policing Office outside of the city. Mrs. Adams noted this is a place to conduct business, not a resident drop-in site. 

XI. GUEST RECOGNITION AND PARTICIPATION
Gordon Reed, South Conestoga Drive, inquired about the trucks and equipment turning left from East King Street into the Evergreen project, which can back up traffic. It was explained this is a temporary situation. After construction is completed, traffic should flow more freely. Mr. Reed also mentioned he has been in the left turn lane headed west at East King and City Mill only to find motorists from the opposite direction in his same lane trying to make an illegal left turn into the auto parts store. The highway department will investigate the situation.(Bill and Sandy Worley, Bean Hill Drive, thanked the Board for Lancaster Township Community Day. They felt it was a wonderful event for all ages to enjoy. The Board then announced next year’s Community Day would be held Sunday, September 30, 2001. Mrs. Worley suggested citizens with complaints attend more meetings in order to have a better understanding of what is happening in our communities. If they would attend more regularly they might learn what is being changed and why something is being changed. Citizen input is needed before a project is completed. (Walt Lorenz, Parkside Avenue, noted that once the telephone pole is removed from this intersection there would be more width to the road. Mr. Lorenz also mentioned a deep cut in East King Street at North Conestoga Drive. He feels it is a danger. Mr. Lorenz asked about the status of an East End park. The Board stated they had been informed by the City that they were discontinuing any negotiations for the property. Mr. Lorenz also asked about the Maple Grove NFWF Riparian Restoration and the Maple Grove Mill status. Mr. Adams went over the proposed plan, which is on display, and explained what was going to happen along a portion of the Little Conestoga Creek. Mr. Adams told those present that a feasibility study on Maple Grove Mill is to be conducted and that a committee dedicated to its restoration/use is meeting regularly. (Yvonne McMurtrie, Conestoga Boulevard, expressed her concerns about emergency equipment being able to maneuver around the new barrier at East King Street and South Conestoga Drive. Mr. Adams told her the Lafayette Fire Company Chief has personally assured him that their largest equipment has done a dry run at this intersection and they can negotiate it comfortably. Mrs. McMurtrie then stated her views that citizens in her neighborhood are becoming “paranoid and don’t like anything the Township is doing over there; are you trying to get us to become a part of East Lampeter?” Mrs. Adams took strong exception to Mrs. McMurtrie’s implied statements and told her the Board has done many things to improve that area and has, indeed, gotten feedback from others who very much approve of the improvements made. (Jeff Eberly, Riverside Avenue, stated he was forced to put in a sewer lateral costing $3,000 when he built his home on a lot in a new development. He thought one was already there. He asked the Supervisors for their advice on redress for this situation. Mr. Allen said the office was more than willing to share any available public information. Mr. Adams explained that by law there must be a disclosure statement presented to the new owner at the time of settlement and he should pursue this with the seller of the property. (
