LANCASTER TOWNSHIP BOARD OF SUPERVISORS MEETING
Minutes – October 9, 2006


I. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE, CALL TO ORDER, AND ROLL CALL
The duly advertised Lancaster Township Board of Supervisors’ meeting was held on October 9, 2006 in the township building at 1240 Maple Avenue, Lancaster, PA. Chair Anthony J. Allen called the meeting to order at 8:10PM. Vice Chair Thomas H. Schaller and Treasurer Kathleen M. Wasong were present. Others in attendance included township management staff and interested parties. Mr. Allen led those assembled in the Pledge of Allegiance.


II. PUBLIC COMMENT ON AGENDA ITEMS —There was no comment.

III. SECRETARY’S REPORT
The minutes of the September 11, 2006 Board of Supervisors meeting were approved by general consent.

IV. TREASURER’S REPORT
Treasurer Wasong presented the Treasurer's Report with balances as of September 30, 2006:

Highway Aid Fund 296,062.33
Parks/Open Space Fund 57,642.98
Capital Reserve Fund 239,734.94 
TOTAL $2,705,468.20
Mr. Allen stated the Treasurer's Report would be filed for audit.

V. PAYMENT OF BILLS
On a motion by Mr. Allen, seconded by Ms. Wasong, the Board approved the payment of bills:

VI. REPORTS
A. Lancaster Township Fire Department: Mr. Schaller reported 62 calls in September for a year-to-date total of 404 calls. He then noted that the LTFD is in the midst of its annual mailed fund drive and encouraged all residents to make a donation. Mr. Schaller also said that reflective green street number signs are available for purchase from the department.


B. Lafayette Fire Company: No report was available


C. Police, Sewer, and Subsidiary Reports: These reports are available for public inspection before and after this meeting as well as during regular business hours.


D. Lancaster Inter-Municipal Committee: Ms. Wasong reported on the September 
13 meeting held at West Hempfield Township. Tom Baldridge, president of the Lancaster Chamber of Commerce, spoke on Home Rule and the new government study committee. He suggested using E-scan when voting for the 11 members of this committee instead of E-slate because it is easier and quicker. He LIMC is also planning to hold joint public hearings regarding the adoption of the new regional comprehensive plan. John May reported for the sign committee that they will be looking at revisions to the sign ordinance passed last year, which would address special event signs.


E. Strategic Comprehensive Plan Quarterly Report: Mr. Schaller presented the happenings and achievements for the third quarter:
* A SPEEDsentry sign (portable speed recording device) was purchased, which is rotated around the township roadways. It does a good job of slowing traffic.
* The LIMC regional comprehensive plan is in its final stages of completion.
* The township will be taking over Hamilton Park from a private neighborhood organization.
* A new leaf collection procedure was instituted this fall.
* The 2007 draft budget currently is being worked on.
* Sidewalks were installed at sites surrounding Burrowes Elementary School through a joint grant (Safe Passages to School) with the School District of Lancaster.
* A road-paving list for 2007 is being finalized.
* Handicapped sidewalk ramps were installed with the 2006 street paving.
* The county grinder (for making mulch) was used on 10/17, which will be the last time this year.
* The Lancaster Township Historic Commission is working on a proposed ordinance to protect historic resources in the township.
* Building permits were issued for home construction at several new developments in the township.
* Evergreen Estates on East King Street is planning a building expansion.
Supervisor Wasong was appointed to the county CDBG funding committee.


F. Questions & Comments for Community Police Officer: Officer Klete Griffin was present. Peggie Miller, Valley Road, asked if the monthly police report could be condensed to just a few pages. Ms. Wasong said it probably is not possible to summarize given the different areas and peoples from which the report is generated. David Clouser, township manager, noted there is a “top ten” report that gives more specifics on the most frequent occurrences. Mr. Allen stated the full report is necessary so that comparisons can be made with previous data.

VIII. OLD BUSINESS – There was no old business.

IX. PLANNING/ZONING BUSINESS
A. LTPC #205—Louise Ansberry, Lot Add-On (1145 Marietta Avenue), Request for Extension of Time
Mr. Schaller moved, Ms. Wasong seconded, and the board unanimously granted a sixty-day (60-day) extension of time until December 17, 2006 for the above-mentioned plan.

X. NEW BUSINESS
A. 2007 Police Contract
Mr. Schaller moved to approve the contract as received from the city of Lancaster and Ms. Wasong seconded the motion. Discussion then ensued: Ms. Wasong stated she would like to add an investigator/detective dedicated to the township. Mr. Schaller stated that the contract calls for investigative and detective services as it now stands. Colleen McBeth, Meadowcreek Lane, would also like to see a dedicated detective who would be more accessible to residents. Bill Adams, Quarry Lane, agrees with the chair of the Public Safety Committee who had stated that the township population is growing and the number of police contracted to the township should increase accordingly. Mr. Clouser mentioned that the police contract goes up approximately seven percent (7%) every year and it won’t be too long before the township is paying one-and-a-half to two million dollars a year. Most residents are satisfied with the current level of service and feel the added expense of a dedicated detective is not necessary. Mr. Allen reminded everyone that the city police very quickly come to the aid and assistance of township police whenever necessary. After discussion the board voted unanimously to approve the 2007 police contract.


B. Pension Plan Modifications
Ms. Wasong moved, Mr. Schaller seconded and the board unanimously authorized the township manager to proceed with an ordinance that will change the Pennsylvania Municipal Retirement Plan’s calculation rate to three and five-tenths percent (3.5%) and a basic benefit not to exceed sixty percent (60%) of the member’s final salary.


C. Ordinance No. 2006-06
Mr. Schaller moved, Ms. Wasong seconded, and the board unanimously approved the above-mentioned ordinance, which establishes additional stop signs in the Sterling Place development.

D. Application for Handicapped Parking
Ms. Wasong moved, Mr. Schaller seconded, and the board unanimously approved a request for a handicapped parking space at 956 East Orange Street.

XI. GUEST RECOGNITION AND PARTICIPATION
Colleen McBeth, Meadowcreek Lane, asked if something could be done about the many cars parked solid on Meadowcreek Lane from Abbeyville Road in. Ms. McBeth also said that there is a vision and safety hazard at the intersection of Cheves Place and Abbeyville Road because of cars parked too close to the intersection. Mr. Clouser will have staff look at and address the problems over which the township has control. The township, however, cannot prohibit people from parking on a public street where parking is permitted. He noted that in this day and age many households have two, three, and even four cars. This naturally makes for more congestion.

With no further business brought forward, the meeting was adjourned at 8:09PM.
