LANCASTER TOWNSHIP BOARD OF SUPERVISORS MEETING
Minutes – October 10, 2005


I. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE, CALL TO ORDER, AND ROLL CALL
The duly advertised Lancaster Township Board of Supervisors’ meeting was held on October 10, 2005 in the Township Building at 1240 Maple Avenue, Lancaster, PA. Chair Helen S. Adams called the meeting to order at 8:10PM. Vice Chair Anthony J. Allen and Treasurer Thomas H. Schaller were present. Others in attendance included Township management staff and interested parties.

II. PUBLIC COMMENT ON AGENDA ITEMS - There was none.

III. SECRETARY’S REPORT
The minutes of the September 12, 2005 Board of Supervisors’ meeting were approved by general consent.

IV. TREASURER’S REPORT
Treasurer Schaller presented the Treasurer's Report with balances as of September 30, 2005:

Mrs. Adams stated the Treasurer's Report would be filed for audit.

VI. REPORTS
A. Lancaster Township Fire Department: Mr. Schaller reported 43 calls in September for a year-to-date total of 376 calls. He then noted that the LTFD and the Lafayette Fire Company are in the midst of a mailed fund drive and encouraged all residents to make a donation. Mrs. Adams reminded residents that both fire companies are made up of volunteers who give freely of their own time for the benefit and safety of all citizens. 
B. Lafayette Fire Company: For the months of July August, and September, the Lafayette Fire Company responded to 20 calls on the East Side of the Township.
C. Police, Sewer, and Subsidiary Reports: These reports are available for public inspection before and after this meeting as well as during regular business hours.
D. Recycling Report: The July recycling rate was 15.44%.
E. Strategic Comprehensive Plan Quarterly Report: Mr. Allen reported the following accomplishments during the last quarter: the North President/Marietta Avenues intersection was completed; bridges and walkways were installed at Maple Grove Park; storm water outfalls have been mapped by the Public Works Department; assistance was given to the School District of Lancaster grant application process for new sidewalks through the Safe Passage to School program; the refuse and recycling contract was renewed for another three years; the new development of Hawthorne Ridge is under way; the Township is cooperating with Lafayette Fire Company to reinstall missing fire hydrant markers; road resurfacing was completed; six handicapped curb cuts were installed; there has been cooperation between municipalities for traffic light coordination on major roadways passing through multiple municipalities; the seventh annual Community Day was held with our biggest attendance to date; a Community Get-Together was held at Stevens College; vandalism at the Maple Grove pavilion was repaired; and, four maple trees and four dogwood trees were planted at Maple Grove Park.
F. Lancaster Inter-Municipal Committee: David Clouser, Township Manager, reported on the meeting held at East Petersburg’s new municipal building. There was discussion of an animal ordinance to restrict the number and types of household pets. The Regional Comprehensive Plan was discussed next. It was noted that supporting documentation must be in place within two years of a municipality’s adoption of the plan. There will be two public input meetings held on December 7 and 8 for all interested parties at Maple Grove Community Building, 1420 Columbia Avenue.
G. Questions & Comments for Community Police Officer: No officer was present.

?Mrs. Adams recognized a number of Lancaster Catholic High School students who were in attendance as part of their U.S. Government class. ?Linda Dyer, Turnbridge Drive, thanked the Township for its assistance in getting the property at 105 Turnbridge Drive cleaned up since the last Board meeting. The residents, however, have already begun making a mess again and all of the other problems discussed at the last Board meeting are still unresolved. Mrs. Dyer asked why the police couldn’t do something. Georgianne Clue, Turnbridge Drive, agreed and stated that the residents in question use a police monitor and then disappear and quiet down when a call for police assistance is made. Tom Pfennniger, Turnbridge Drive, said they were given absolutely no direction at their meeting with the police last month. Cheri Lawler, Turnbridge Drive, said that when Sergeant Williams responded to her call, he wouldn’t listen to what she and Mrs. Clue were saying, even cutting them off and lecturing them. Hank Flory, Turnbridge Drive, has begun taking videos. Mrs. Adams asked Mr. Clouser what could be done and if an undercover detail was possible. Mr. Clouser stated that was a possibility. He also said that he would get in touch with the Lancaster County Drug Task Force and set up some meetings to get the process moving in earnest. ?Evelyn Lyons, North President Avenue, spoke about the benefits of using the Lancaster Public Library and asked that the Supervisors make a generous donation on behalf of Township residents. ?Patrick Brown, East King Street, asked if there was any progress on solving the problems at the Advance Auto Store next to his home. Mr. Clouser stated a letter was sent which emphasized the 9:00PM closing time and that cooperation is expected. ?Peggie Miller reminded everyone that October 30 through November 6, 2005 is the annual White Ribbons against Pornography Week. ?Mrs. Adams reminded everyone that Election Day is Tuesday, November 8, 2005.
