I. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE, CALL TO ORDER, AND ROLL CALL
The duly advertised Lancaster Township Board of Supervisors’ meeting was held on October 13, 2003 in the Township Building at 1240 Maple Avenue, Lancaster, PA. Chair Anthony J. Allen called the meeting to order at 7:30 p.m. Vice Chair Thomas H. Schaller and Treasurer Helen S. Adams were present. Others in attendance included Township management staff and interested parties. Allegiance to the flag was pledged.

II. PUBLIC COMMENT ON AGENDA ITEMS
There were none

III. SECRETARY’S REPORT
The minutes of the September 15, 2003 Board of Supervisors’ meeting were approved as presented by general consent.

IV. TREASURER’S REPORT
Treasurer Adams gave the Treasurer's Report with the following amounts as of September 30, 2003:

VI. REPORTS
A. Lafayette Fire Company: There were 14 emergency calls to the East Side in September.
B. Lancaster Township Fire Department: There were 71 emergency calls for the month of September with a year-to-date total of 393. Mr. Schaller announced Fund Drive 2003 returns amount to $63,000 to date.
C. Police, Sewer, and Subsidiary Reports: These reports are available for public inspection before and after this meeting as well as during regular business hours.
D. Recycling Report: The August recycling rate was 32.23%.
E. Strategic Comprehensive Plan Quarterly Report: Mr. Schaller gave a report on Township accomplishments for the third quarter: the Township was selected for the PA Planning Association Award for best implementation of a strategic comprehensive plan; a new Peterbilt dump truck was delivered to the maintenance department; the Abbeyville Road/Columbia Avenue intersection was improved and completed; an updated Emergency Operations Plan was adopted; the Township received a FEMA reimbursement for the extra expenditures during last February’s snow emergency; the recycling rate has increased steadily and yard waste is being ground for mulch, which is available free to residents; the Township added extra hours for residents to drop off yard waste at the maintenance facility; road signs identifying Bausman Village were installed; Township staff put forth an outstanding effort to clean up after the Hurricane Isabel damage; the Lancaster Township Historic Commission’s Township-wide inventory of properties is going well and almost completed; Lancaster Township staff have been actively involved with the LIMC in creating Regional Comprehensive Plan; and finally, Mr. Schaller credited and thanked staff for all of the achievements during the last quarter.
F. PA General Liquid Fuels Tax Fund Audit: The audit for the year ending December 31, 2002 was received with no untoward findings reported.
G. Lancaster Inter-Municipal Report: David L. Clouser, Township Manager, reported that the search for LIMC office space has been narrowed down to two sites. A selection will be made very soon.
