The meeting was called to order at 7:00PM by Chair Helen S. Adams. Vice Chair Treasurer Anthony J. Allen and Treasurer Michael F. Pickard were also present. Others in attendance included Township management staff and interested parties. Allegiance to the Flag was pledged.

II. PUBLIC COMMENT ON AGENDA ITEMS
There were no comments.

A. Lafayette Fire Company: Thomas Schaller reported 11 calls to the east end of the Township.
B. Lancaster Township Fire Department Report: Mr. Schaller, Deputy Chief of the Lancaster Township Fire Department, r99 donations are coming in with a 24% return at this time. All residents are urged to contribute. Mr. Schaller reported the Lancaster Township Fire Department does its annual appeal by mail only, not by phone.(eported 56 emergency calls for the month of September for a year-to-date total of 315. A majority of the calls were in response to Hurricane Floyd emergencies. Fund Drive

D. Recycling Report: Mrs. Adams reported a recycling rate of 13.52%.
E. Strategic Comprehensive Plan Quarterly Report
Mr. Pickard reported on the accomplishments and achievements over the last three months with some of the highlights being: recently instituted Adopt-A-Highway program, hard walking paths at Lancaster Community Park, installation of flashing warning lights at Buchanan Elementary School, resolution of parking issues at Burrowes Elementary School, street line painting, equipment sharing with E. Lampeter and W. Hempfield, web site updates, updated Welcome Packets, solicitation of resident feedback by Lancaster Township Planning Commission and Zoning Hearing Board, updated trash and recycling bills to include resident telephone numbers, installation of T-1 line between Township and downtown police headquarters, Y2K updates for telephone and accounting software, as well as general updating of all software.

Officer Michael Hemperly was introduced and residents were invited to direct any questions or comments they might have to him. Walter Lorenz expressed his concerns for safety of roller bladers and skate boarders. Officer Hemplerly replied they do their best to keep this problem under control.

IX. PLANNING/ZONING BUSINESS
A. LTPC #157 – Rohrer/Final Subdivision Plan
Mr. Pickard moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the Board unanimously ratified that all conditions have been successfully met and completed and granted unconditional final plan approval.
B. LTPC #158 – Family Practice Assoc. of Lancaster/Lot Add-On/LD Plan

Mr. Pickard moved, Mrs. Adams seconded, and the Board denied a request from developers to reduce the Financial Guarantee by $28,116.18 because of several unfinished or improperly completed items.

X. NEW BUSINESS
A. Tax Assessment Stipulation – Pulitzer Broadcasting
Mr. Allen moved, Mr. Pickard seconded, and the Board unanimously approved the authorization of the Township solicitor to sign the Tax Assessment Stipulation that makes official the reduced tax assessment for Pulitzer Broadcasting (a.k.a. WGAL-TV) property.
B. Change Orders for Building Repairs and Construction at E. King Street
Mr. Pickard moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the Board unanimously ratified the Township Manager’s signature on a change order for the property at 213 N. President Avenue (Toomey property) to extend the repair contract to October 15, 1999 because of the recent wet weather, which delayed some repairs.
Mr. Allen moved, Mr. Pickard seconded, and the Board unanimously authorized a change order for the removal of a utility pole at E. King Street and City Mill Road.
C. Application for Handicapped Parking Space
Mr. Pickard moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and there was unanimous approval of an application for a handicapped parking space at 329 South West End Avenue.
D. Castle Roller Skating, Inc.

XI. GUEST RECOGNITION AND PARTICIPATION
Bill Worley, 707 Bean Hill Road, asked if a traffic signal will be installed at Sterling Place and Bean Hill Road, and if the roadbed will be lowered on the hill at that location for better driver’s sight. Township personnel will visit the site and make necessary recommendations to the state. Mr. Worley inquired if the trimming of Second Lock Road was a prelude to street widening. He was told no. It was just roadway maintenance.((( Thomas Schaller, 345 Atkins Avenue, suggested a larger mail drop be installed at the Township office.( Walter Lorenz, 49 Parkside Avenue, brought up several items: he reported congestion on E. King Street at Ranck Avenue when construction closes one east-bound lane and a vehicle is trying to turn left; a newly installed six foot fence is blocking vision in the alley at the School of Cosmetology on Ranck Avenue; he inquired as to the status of re-construction at North and South Conestoga and East King Street and reminded the Board that the HACC campus will add to congestion in the area.
