Adams called the meeting to order at 7:30 p.m. Treasurer Thomas H. Schaller was present. Vice Chair Anthony J. Allen was not present. Others in attendance included Township management staff and interested parties. Allegiance to the flag was pledged.

II. PUBLIC COMMENT ON AGENDA ITEMS

III. SCHOOLHOUSE ROAD BRIDGE REPLACEMENT
Robert Navitski, Lancaster County Engineer¡¦s Office, and Ed Baker, HRG Assoc., presented plans for a new replacement bridge. Construction is expected to begin in late spring 2003 and continue until completion approximately four to five months later. During this time period, the road will be totally closed to all traffic. The finished bridge will have significantly wider, and safer, travel lanes in both directions as well as a sidewalk for pedestrian safety.

Mrs. Adams seconded and the Board granted a modification of Section 608.01.F.4 of the Subdivision & Land Development Ordinance to allow for a longer dewatering time period for the retention basin.
2. Request for Extension of Time
Mr. Schaller moved, Mrs. Adams seconded, and the Board granted a ninety-day extension of time from October 14, 2002 for the Preliminary Plan allowing applicants to address comments from the Township engineer and relocate a road.
B. Resolution No. 2002-15 ¡V Stabler Tract Planning Module
Mr. Schaller moved, Mrs. Adams seconded, and the Board approved the above-
mentioned resolution to forward the Stabler Tract Planning Module for Land
Development to the PA Department of Environmental Protection.
C. Financial Guarantee Reduction ¡V Church of JCLDS
Mr. Schaller moved, Mrs. Adams seconded, and the Board approved a letter of credit reduction of $1,500.00 leaving a balance of $-0-.
D. Financial Guarantee Reduction ¡V Evergreen Estates
Mr. Schaller moved, Mrs. Adams seconded, and the Board approved a letter of credit reduction of $4,588.30 leaving a balance of $1,621.00, which is a sufficient amount to ensure completion of all outstanding work.
