LANCASTER TOWNSHIP BOARD OF SUPERVISORS MEETING
Minutes—October 20, 2008


I. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE, CALL TO ORDER, AND ROLL CALL
The duly advertised Lancaster Township Board of Supervisors meeting was held on October 20, 2008 in the township building at 1240 Maple Avenue, Lancaster, PA. Chair Kathleen M. Wasong called the meeting to order at 8:10PM. Vice chair Anthony J. Allen and treasurer Thomas H. Schaller were present. Others in attendance included township management staff and interested parties. Ms. Wasong led those assembled in the Pledge of Allegiance. This meeting replaces the original board meeting scheduled for October 13, 2008, which was cancelled because of unforeseen circumstances.

II. PUBLIC COMMENT ON AGENDA ITEMS 
There were no comments.

III. SECRETARY’S REPORT
The minutes of the September 8, 2008 Lancaster Township Board of Supervisors meeting were approved by general consent.

Treasurer Schaller presented the treasurer’s report with balances as of September 30, 2008:

C. Recycling Report: The August recycling rate was 16.15%, plus 3,089 biobags and 103 yard waste bundles were collected.
D. Lancaster Inter-Municipal Committee: Ms. Wasong reported on the September 10 meeting. Barry Fox, with the PA Right-to-Know office, spoke on the new regulations that go into effect on January 1, 2009. The next LIMC meeting will be held November 12 at Mountville.

Mr. Allen moved, Mr. Schaller seconded, and the board unanimously granted a six-month extension of time until May 12, 2009 for recording the final land development plan.

There was no new business.

XI. GUEST RECOGNITION AND PARTICIPATION
?Stephanie and Chris Kodym, Elm Avenue, expressed their concerns over the increase in trash/recycling fees. It was explained that costs are based on a single hauler and average cost per household. A tiered system, as they suggested, would be too unwieldy for the township to administer. Mr. and Mrs. Kodym then relayed the problems they’ve encountered with tenants of a Section 8 rental property in their neighborhood. ?Peggie Miller, Valley Road, announced the 20th year of the White Ribbons Against Pornography campaign. She then presented a poster and white ribbons to the board for distribution. They will be placed in the lobby. Mr. Allen thanked Ms. Miller for her continuing support and efforts in this campaign. ?Bill Worley, Bean Hill Road, had several items of concern: the detention basin at Second Lock Road does not drain properly (Mr. Laudien will inspect); trash collection workers are taking extra trash without the proper tags being affixed (company will be notified); whether or not leaves could be burned in his outdoors fireplace (ordinance does not allow it); and, he would like specific assigned days for leaf pick-up (this is not possible because of many factors including weather, volume of leaves, etc.).

XII. EXECUTIVE SESSION
At 7:50PM the board retired into an executive session for discussion of personnel and real estate matters.

XIII. ADJOURNMENT
With no further business brought forward, the meeting was adjourned at 8:45PM.
