Minutes - November 8, 1999


I. Pledge of Allegiance, Call to Order, and Roll Call
The duly advertised Lancaster Township Board of Supervisors meeting was held on November 8, 1999 in the Township Building at 1240 Maple Avenue, Lancaster, PA. The meeting was called to order at 7:00PM by Chair Helen S. Adams. Vice Chair Anthony J. Allen and Treasurer Michael F. Pickard were also present. Others in attendance included Township management staff and interested parties. Allegiance to the Flag was pledged.

II. Public Comment on Agenda Items
There were no comments.

III. Secretary’s Report
The minutes of the October 11, 1999 Board of Supervisors Meeting were approved as received.

IV. Treasurer’s Report
Treasurer Pickard presented the Treasurer's Report for October:

Mrs. Adams stated the Treasurer's Report would be filed for audit.

VI. REPORTS
A. Lafayette Fire Company: No report was submitted.
B. Lancaster Township Fire Department: No report was submitted.
C. Police, Sewer, and Subsidiary Reports: These reports are available for public inspection before and after this meeting, as well as during business hours.
D. Recycling Report: Mrs. Adams reported a recycling rate of 21.32%, a marked increase over September.

VII. Announcements
A. LCSWMA Rebate
Mrs. Adams announced an earned rebate of $9,865.64 for the third quarter of this year based on tons of refuse collected and delivered to Lancaster County Solid Waste Management Authority. 
B. Certificate of Award Presented to Lancaster Township by DAR
Mrs. Adams announced receipt of an award from the Donegal Chapter of DAR for having proclaimed September 17-23 as Constitution Week in Lancaster Township.
C. PA Planning Association Award
William L. Adams accepted a merit award on November 2, 1999, which recognized outstanding efforts in planning through technology for our website. Mr. Adams stated it was through our partnership with, and the efforts of, RETTEW Assoc. that we received this honor. Mrs. Adams noted this is the second award in two years from PPA with last year’s being awarded for the Strategic Comprehensive Plan.

VII. Old Business
There was none.

IX. Planning/Zoning Business
A. LTPC #159 – Quarry Ridge Preliminary Land Development Plan
Mr. Allen moved, Mr. Pickard seconded, and the Board unanimously granted a waiver of Section 602.12.1 of the Subdivision/Land Development Ordinance relating to clear sight triangles.

X. New Business
A. Zoning Hearing Board Appointment
Mr. Pickard moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the Board unanimously approved the appointment of Peggy D. Hall to a permanent position on the Zoning Hearing Board filling a recently vacated, unexpired term. Mrs. Hall has been serving as the alternate member, is an attorney, and is a mother with two children.
B. 2000 Proposed Budget
Mr. Allen moved, Mr. Pickard seconded, and the Board unanimously presented the Lancaster Township 2000 Proposed Budget, which will be available for inspection from November 8, 1999 to December 13, 1999. On December 13, 1999 at 7:00PM the Board will hold a Proposed Budget Public Hearing after which final adoption of the budget is scheduled. Mr. Adams pointed out there is no tax increase and the millage is set at .4 for the fourth year in a row.
C. Final Payment to MPJ Construction, Inc.
Mr. Pickard moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the Board unanimously approved payment in the amount of $21,867.00 for court-approved repairs at 213 N. President Ave. This amount will then be billed to the property owner for reimbursement. If the property owner does not reimburse the Township, a lien will be placed on the property.
D. Change Order for E. King Street Widening Project
Mr. Allen moved, Mr. Pickard seconded, and the Board unanimously authorized placement of fencing at 1040 and 1044 E. King Street. This will increase the contract by $4,840.00 but affords the property owners some privacy now that the street is so close to their homes.
E. Ordinance No. 1999-08
Mrs. Adams presented the above-mentioned ordinance imposing tax on earned income and net profits of individual residents of Lancaster Township. This ordinance will be acted upon at the December 13, 1999 Board meeting. It was explained that this ordinance will allow for the decrease or elimination of a commission up to 2% paid to employers who deduct tax from wages.
F. Resolution No. 1999-17
Mr. Allen moved, Mr. Pickard seconded, and the Board unanimously authorized the allocation of excess investment money from the 1999 PA Municipal Retirement Plan.
G. Castle Roller Skating, Inc.
Mr. Allen moved, Mr. Pickard seconded, and there was unanimous approval of a request by Castle Roller Skating, Inc. to change an approved all-night skate from December 31, 1999 to December 30, 1999 and to conduct an all-night skate on Saturday, January 22, 1999.

XI. Guest Recognition and Participation
 Walter Lorenz, 49 Parkside, had several questions and comments: why wasn’t the Conestoga View exit incorporated into the street widening project (Mark Lauriello of RETTEW Assoc. explained Mr. Lorenz’s suggestion was given serious consideration in the planning stages, but the County chose another plan.); a driver’s view is blocked in the alley way running along the School of Cosmetology on Ranck Avenue; there is an illegally parked car at 44 Parkside with several tickets on the window (Lynn Stauffer, Director of Planning( &  Gordon Reed, 42 S. Conestoga Dr., inquired as to whether or not large truck or weight restrictions could be placed on his road to eliminate this route of travel for large trucks.(Zoning, will investigate); a truck has been parked in the alley behind 37-39 Parkside for days; is it legal for two cars to be parked in one’s yard indefinitely (Ms. Stauffer stated, only if legally registered and inspected); on-street visitor parking is next-to-impossible at Community Hospital; and lastly, Mr. Lorenz congratulated Mrs. Adams on her re-election as Supervisor.
