LANCASTER TOWNSHIP BOARD OF SUPERVISORS MEETING
Minutes—November 10, 2008

I. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE, CALL TO ORDER, AND ROLL CALL
The duly advertised Lancaster Township Board of Supervisors meeting was held on November 10, 2008 in the township building at 1240 Maple Avenue, Lancaster, PA. Chair Kathleen M. Wasong called the meeting to order at 7:00PM. Vice Chair Anthony J. Allen and Treasurer Thomas H. Schaller were also present. Others in attendance included township management staff and interested parties. Ms. Wasong led those assembled in the Pledge of Allegiance.

II. PUBLIC COMMENT ON AGENDA ITEMS
There were no comments.

III. SECRETARY’S REPORT
The minutes of the October 20, 2008 board of supervisors meeting were approved as presented by general consent.

IV. TREASURER’S REPORT
Mr. Schaller presented the treasurer’s report with the following amounts as of October 31, 2008:

Highway Aid Fund 518,473.61 
Parks and Open Space Fund 43,277.45 
Capital Reserve Fund 543,288.61 
TOTAL $4,207,276.83 
Ms. Wasong stated the treasurer’s report would be filed for audit.

V. PAYMENT OF BILLS
Mr. Schaller pointed out that under expenses the item marked PA Firemen’s Relief Association, the check comes to the township from the state and then goes out directly to the Lancaster Township Fire Department. On a motion by Mr. Schaller, seconded by Mr. Allen, the board approved the payment of bills (10/14/08—11/10/08):

VI. REPORTS
A. Lancaster Township Fire Department: There were 41 emergency calls in October for a year-to-date total of 435.
B. Police, Sewer, and Subsidiary Reports: These reports are available for public inspection before and after this meeting as well as during regular business hours.
C. Recycling Report: A recycling rate of 15.30% was reported for September along with the collection of 2,847 biobags of yard waste and 90 yard waste bundles.
D. Lancaster Inter-Municipal Committee: Ms. Wasong reported on the October 8 LIMC meeting in Millersville. There were no special presentations or speakers; the meeting concerned general housekeeping items. The next meeting will be November 19, 2008 at Mountville, with Dave Royer speaking on transportation.
E. Questions & Comments for Community Police Officer: No officer was present and there were no comments.

VIII. OLD BUSINESS 
A. Ordinance No. 2008-03
Mr. Schaller presented the above-mentioned ordinance, which has been amended, to provide for the installation of communication towers, antenna and related equipment on property owned or operated by the municipality or a municipal authority as a conditional use in the campus/open space district. This ordinance is available for public inspection until December 8, 2008 when a public hearing will be held at 7:00PM. Following the public hearing, the board will act on the ordinance at their regular meeting.

VIII. PLANNING/ZONING BUSINESS 
A. LTPC #226—1315 Homestead Lane, Request for Modifications
Mr. Allen moved, Mr. Schaller seconded, and the board unanimously granted the following modification requests, as per the township engineer’s letter of October 20, 2008:
1. Section 408, 608 – Storm Water Management: with the condition that Note #17 be added to the plan, “At the time of building permit application, it must be demonstrated that the design complies with the Lancaster Township current storm water management ordinance and requirements.”
2. Section 602.05.G – Clear Sight Triangle: With the condition that the applicant proposes a clear sight triangle that includes existing obstructions that will remain with the exception that the tree limbs within the clear sight triangle be trimmed up to a height of seven (7) feet above the ground and no future obstructions will be installed, with the additional condition that the existing obstructions are shown on the plans.
3. Section 602.01.H.2, 602.07 – Reconstruct Street: Both streets are currently in good condition. 
4. Section 603.02.C, 603.03.C – Sidewalk & Curbing: Streets in the vicinity of the site currently have no curbs or sidewalks.
B. LTPC #226—1315 Homestead Lane, Request for PA DEP Sewerage Planning Module Exemption
On a motion by Mr. Allen, seconded by Mr. Schaller, the board unanimously granted a request for an exemption to the DEP Sewerage Planning Module as per the township engineer’s letter of October 20, 2008.
C. LTPC #226—1315 Homestead Lane, Request for Conditional Plan Approval
Mr. Allen moved, Mr. Schaller seconded, and the board unanimously granted conditional approval for the above-mentioned plan.
D. LTPC #179—1350 New Danville Pike, Request for Financial Security Reduction
Mr. Schaller moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the board unanimously granted a reduction in letter of credit #SB-904827-0001 by $5,000.00, leaving a balance of zero as per the township engineer’s letter of October 30,2008.

X. NEW BUSINESS
A. Presentation of 2009 Proposed Lancaster Township Budget
Mr. Allen presented the 2009 proposed budget. The budget is available for public review until December 8, 2008, when the board will take formal action on it at the regular meeting.
B. Application for Handicapped Parking Spaces
On a motion by Mr. Schaller, seconded by Mr. Allen, the board unanimously approved two applications for two handicapped parking spaces: 1188 Maple Avenue and 1234 Elm Avenue.
C. Appointment of Zoning Ordinance Review Committee
Mr. Schaller moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the board unanimously authorized William M. Laudien, township manager, to form a zoning ordinance review committee and appoint members thereto.

XI. GUEST RECOGNITION AND PARTICIPATION
* Bill Worley, Bean Hill Road, reported standing water along Second Lock Road coming from the retention basin. The Hawthorne Ridge Homeowners’ Association is responsible for its maintenance. They will be asked to have it cleaned out by this coming spring.

XII. EXECUTIVE SESSION
The executive session to discuss personnel issues was held prior to this meeting as there was enough time to do so between the board workshop and regular meeting.

XIII. ADJOURNMENT
With no further business brought before the board, the meeting was adjourned at 7:21PM.
