LANCASTER TOWNSHIP BOARD OF SUPERVISORS MEETING
Minutes—November 13, 2006

I. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE, CALL TO ORDER, AND ROLL CALL
The duly advertised Lancaster Township Board of Supervisors meeting was held on November 13, 2006 in the township building at 1240 Maple Avenue, Lancaster, PA. Chair Anthony J. Allen called the meeting to order at 7:00PM. Treasurer Kathleen M. Wasong was also present. Vice Chair Thomas H. Schaller was absent. Others in attendance included township management staff and interested parties. Mr. Allen led those assembled in the Pledge of Allegiance.

II. PUBLIC COMMENT ON AGENDA ITEMS
There were no comments.

III. SECRETARY’S REPORT
The minutes of the October 9, 2006 Board of Supervisors meeting were approved as presented by general consent.

IV. TREASURER’S REPORT
Ms. Wasong presented the treasurer's report with the following amounts as of October 31, 2006:

Mr. Allen stated the treasurer's report would be filed for audit.

A. Lancaster Township Fire Department: There were 50 emergency calls in October for a year-to-date total of 454.
B. Lafayette Fire Company: There were nine emergency calls to the east side of Lancaster Township in October.
C. Police, Sewer, and Subsidiary Reports: These reports are available for public inspection before and after this meeting as well as during regular business hours.
D. Recycling Report: A recycling rate of 17.08% was reported for August and 16.29% for September.
E. Lancaster Inter-Municipal Committee: Ms. Wasong reported on the October 11 LIMC meeting in West Lampeter Township. The speaker was Jane Pugliese Thomas of the Lancaster County Planning Commission who gave a presentation on the Lancaster County United Way fall campaign. Ms. Wasong also reported on the November 11 LIMC meeting in East Lampeter Township where the presentation was on the Lancaster County Hazmat Team.

VIII. OLD BUSINESS 
A. Ordinance No. 2006-06
Ms. Wasong moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the board passed Ordinance No. 2006-06, which establishes the locations of new stop signs in Lancaster Township. This ordinance was presented to the public at the October 9, 2006 board meeting.

VIII. PLANNING/ZONING BUSINESS 
A. LTPC #135—Sterling Place, Revised Final Plan, Reduction in Financial
Securities
Mr. Allen moved, Ms. Wasong seconded, and the board approved a reduction in the financial securities of $59,052.00, leaving a balance of $3,168.00.
B. LTPC #179—James S. & Karen E. Mellinger (New Danville Pike), Final Land Development Plan, Reduction in Financial Securities
Ms. Wasong moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the board approved a reduction in the financial securities of $5,491.00, leaving a balance of $5,000.00, which is adequate to cover costs of remaining work as stated in the township engineer’s letter of October 27, 2006.
C. LTPC #187—Hawthorne Ridge, Reduction in Financial Securities
Mr. Allen moved, Ms. Wasong seconded, and the board approved a reduction in the financial securities of $714,966.00, leaving a balance of $1,835,827.00, which is adequate to cover costs of remaining work as stated in the township engineer’s letter of November 7, 2006.
D. LTPC #188—Southern Village, Phase II, Reduction in Financial Securities
Ms. Wasong moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the board approved a reduction in the financial securities of $250,640.00, leaving a balance of $110,908.00, which is adequate to cover costs of remaining work as stated in the township engineer’s letter of November 7, 2006.
E. LTPC #189—Elm Avenue Condos, Final Subdivision Plan, Reduction in Financial Securities
Mr. Allen moved, Ms. Wasong seconded, and the board approved a reduction in the financial securities of $15,390.00, leaving a balance of $11,689.00, which is adequate to cover costs of remaining work as stated in the township engineer’s letter of October 26, 2006.
F. LTPC #195—Elm Avenue Condos, Final Land Development Plan, Reduction in Financial Securities
Ms. Wasong moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the board approved a reduction in the financial securities of $94,143.00, leaving a balance of $43,000.00, which is adequate to cover costs of remaining work as stated in the township engineer’s letter of October 26, 2006.
G. LTPC #205—Louise Ansberry (1145 Marietta Avenue), Lot Add-On Plan, 
Request for Modifications
The board received a recommendation from the Lancaster Township Planning Commission to grant the following modifications:
1. Section 608.01.A Discharge to Watercourse or Stormwater, and Section 608.01.F.6 Detention Basin Discharge: the applicant requests a modification of the requirement to direct the outflow from a basin to a right-of-way gutter because percolation testing failed for an underground infiltration facility.
2. Section 403.06.B.6 & 7 and Section 501-Financial Securities: the applicant will place a note on the plan stating “Financial security, in the amount approved by the Lancaster Township Board of Supervisors as part of the final plan approval, needs to be provided prior to issuance of a building permit and prior to any construction on resultant Lot #1.”
After discussion, Mr. Allen stated that action on LTPC #205 modifications and the following item “H” for unconditional plan approval would be deferred until the December 11, 2006 board meeting.
H. LTPC #205—Louise Ansberry, Lot Add-On Plan, Unconditional Plan Approval (Deferred—see note above)

X. NEW BUSINESS
A. Presentation of 2007 Proposed Lancaster Township Budget
Mr. Allen presented the 2007 proposed budget, which retains the current real estate tax rate of .6 mills ($.0006). Mr. Allen thanked staff for carefully managing this year’s finances which has resulted in no tax increase. The 2007 proposed budget is available for public inspection at the township office, Monday through Friday from 8:00AM to 4:00PM, through December 11, 2006, when the proposed budget will be presented for adoption by the board.
B. Ordinance No. 2006-07: Municipal Retirement, Plan Change in Benefits
Mr. Allen presented this ordinance, which changes benefits under the Pennsylvania Municipal Retirement Plan. The board will take action on this ordinance at the board meeting on December 11, 2006.
C. Application for Handicapped Parking Space
Ms. Wasong moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the board approved a handicapped parking space at 1027 Wheatland Avenue.

XI. GUEST RECOGNITION AND PARTICIPATION
* Bill Adams, Quarry Lane, asked why the paid bills don’t equal the expenses. It was explained that the two separate reports represent two different time frames. *A lengthy discussion ensued regarding the limited parking on Wheatland and Race Avenues near the IBS/Eastern Alliance building. Parking space for residents is severely curtailed because drivers who are employed at the building are parking on the street. There is a company provided parking lot, which employees are supposed to use; however, a number of the employees prefer to park on the street. Numerous calls to the employer by both the residents and township staff have not resulted in opening up parking on the affected streets. David Clouser, township manager, said that he would look into the leases and occupancy permit restrictions that were issued by Lancaster City when the property was being renovated. He emphasized that he would do everything within his power to resolve the problems. It was also mentioned that the streets never get thoroughly cleaned nor leaves entirely picked up because of so many cars. Mr. Clouser replied that the township would post parking restriction signs during those cleaning and leaf collection times.

XIV. ADJOURNMENT
With no further business brought before the board, the meeting was adjourned at 8:10PM.
