LANCASTER TOWNSHIP BOARD OF SUPERVISORS MEETING
Minutes – November 14, 2005

I. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE, CALL TO ORDER, AND ROLL CALL
The duly advertised Lancaster Township Board of Supervisors’ meeting was held on November 14, 2005 in the Township Building at 1240 Maple Avenue, Lancaster, PA. Chair Helen S. Adams called the meeting to order at 7:30 p.m. Vice Chair Anthony J. Allen and Treasurer Thomas H. Schaller were also present. Others in attendance included Township management staff and interested parties. Allegiance to the flag was pledged.

II. PUBLIC COMMENT ON AGENDA ITEMS
There were no comments.

III. SECRETARY’S REPORT
Minutes of the October 10, 2005 Board of Supervisors’ meeting were approved as presented by general consent.

IV. TREASURER’S REPORT
Mr. Schaller presented the Treasurer's Report with the following amounts as of October 31, 2005:

Highway Aid Fund 364,212.57
Parks and Open Space Fund 8,073.48
Capital Reserve Fund 209,627.03
TOTAL $ 2,028,506.11
Mrs. Adams stated the Treasurer's Report would be filed for audit.

V. PAYMENT OF BILLS
On a motion by Mr. Schaller, seconded by Mr. Allen, the Board approved the payment of bills:

VI. REPORTS
A. Lancaster Township Fire Department: Mr. Schaller reported 52 calls in October for a year-to-date total of 428. He then reminded residents of the fundraising drives currently going on by both the Lancaster Township Fire Department and the Lafayette Fire Company.
B. Police, Sewer, and Subsidiary Reports: These reports are available for public inspection before and after this meeting as well as during regular business hours.
C. Recycling Report: A recycling rate of 16.88% was reported for September.
D. Lancaster Inter-Municipal Committee: David L. Clouser, Township Manager, reported that the October meeting was held at Manheim Township where there was a presentation and discussion of the Clean and Green Program. The November meeting was held at East Hempfield Township with discussion on the Lancaster County Tax Collection Bureau in regards to the EMS tax (Emergency Municipal Services). There is talk of moving toward quarterly payments, who must pay the tax, and how best to get a refund. Lancaster Township does not participate at this time as there was no increase in the OPT (Occupational Privilege Tax) when the switch was made to an increased EMS tax. There was also discussion on election signs (allowable time limits for posting) and the recently arrived draft of the LIMC Regional Comprehensive Plan.
E. Questions & Comments for Community Police Officer: Officer Todd Zima was present.

At this point Mrs. Adams reported on the recent Lancaster County Solid Waste Management Authority Public Officials’ Breakfast meeting attended by her and several Township staff. She went on to cite the excellence of the Lancaster County Solid Waste Management Authority landfill and incinerator facilities. She noted it was one of the best facilities in the country and highly recommended taking a tour.

VII. ANNOUNCEMENTS
A. Lancaster County Solid Waste Management Authority Quarterly Rebate: The third quarter rebate was $11,620.55.
B. The next regular Board meeting will be held December 12, 2005, 7:30PM. The public is invited to attend the Workshop session at 6:00PM. There will be new meeting times in 2006. Workshops will begin at 5:30PM and the regular Board meetings will begin at 7:00PM.

VIII. OLD BUSINESS 
There was none.

IX. PLANNING/ZONING BUSINESS
A. LTPC #188 – Southern Village, Phase II Final Land Development Plan
Mr. Schaller moved and Mr. Allen seconded a request to grant an extension of time until January 9, 2006 for the above-mentioned plan. Bill Sweirnik and Rich Heslin, representing the developers, were present and noted that there was the possibility of needing a further extension even if this one is granted. The Board then unanimously granted the requested extension of time.
B. LTPC #187 – Hawthorne Ridge Final Subdivision Plan, Reduction in Financial Securities
Mr. Allen moved, Mr. Schaller seconded, and the Board unanimously granted a reduction of $171,164.00 in financial securities, as recommended by the Township engineer in a letter dated October 14, 2005, from $4,536,972.00 to $4,365,808.00.
C. Resolution No. 2005-12: Ruby Tuesday Sewage Facilities Planning Module
Mr. Schaller moved, Mrs. Adams seconded, and the Board unanimously approved a request to forward the Sewage Facilities Planning Module for WD Partners to the PA DEP for final approval.

X. NEW BUSINESS
A. 2006 Proposed Budget
Mrs. Adams presented and commented on the 2006 Proposed Budget, which retains the real estate tax rate at .0006 mills. Mr. Clouser thanked staff for their assistance in developing next year’s budget and for very carefully managing this year’s finances. He then expanded on various parts of the new budget. The 2006 Proposed Budget is available for public inspection at the Township office, Monday through Friday from 8:00AM to 4:00PM, through December 12, 2005 when the proposed budget will be presented for adoption by the Board.

XI. GUEST RECOGNITION AND PARTICIPATION
?Sally Lyall, Hillcrest Road, would like to see the biobag pickup schedule extended another month. Mr. Allen replied that it would conflict with the start of leaf collection but that residents could drop off yard waste at the maintenance facility up until November 23. Mrs. Adams added that the bags should contain woody waste only; no grass is allowed. ?Peggie Miller, Valley Road, commented on the constant fee increases by Comcast Cable. She would like to have the ability to choose only the stations she wants and to pay accordingly. Sandy Worley, Bean Hill Road, asked the Board to put pressure on the cable companies. Mr. Clouser stated that competition from direct TV is keeping the costs down a little bit. Complaints should be directed to the FCC, which is the agency overseeing cable TV. ?Several residents from the Turnbridge Road neighborhood thanked the Board and staff for precipitating some improvements to the property at 105 Turnbridge. They stated, however, that there is more improvement needed: the back porch is piled with trash, there are three to four new pit bull dogs (one of them is pregnant), and the neighbor attached to the property must spray for roaches as a result of unclean conditions. Mr. Clouser agreed to contact health officials to arrange an inspection. Because of the cooler weather, residents state that outside activities at the property have calmed down a bit but they don’t expect the problems to disappear and would like Township staff to keep on top of the situation.

XIV. ADJOURNMENT
With no more business brought before the Board, the meeting was adjourned at 8:33PM.
