LANCASTER TOWNSHIP BOARD OF SUPERVISORS
Minutes—December 8, 2008


I. Pledge of Allegiance, Call to Order, and Roll Call
The duly advertised Lancaster Township Board of Supervisors meeting was held on December 8, 2008 in the township building at 1240 Maple Avenue, Lancaster, PA. Chair Kathleen M. Wasong called the meeting to order at 7:00PM. Vice Chair Anthony J. Allen and Treasurer Thomas H. Schaller were also present. Others in attendance included township management staff and interested parties. Ms. Wasong led those assembled in the Pledge of Allegiance.

Public Hearing: Ms. Wasong opened a public hearing on Ordinance No. 2008-03, which amends Article XIV of the Lancaster Township Zoning Ordinance to provide for the installation of communication towers, antennas and related equipment on property owned or operated by the municipality or a municipal authority as a conditional use in the Campus/Open Space District. After discussion and information provided by Paula J. Leicht, the attorney representing Verizon Wireless, the hearing was closed. A copy of the transcript is attached hereto and shall become an integral part of these minutes.

II. Public Comment on Agenda Items: There were no comments.

III. Secretary’s Report
The minutes of the November 10, 2008 board meeting were approved by general consent.

VI. Reports
A. Lancaster Township Fire Department: Mr. Schaller reported 43 calls for service in November for a year-to-date total of 478 calls.
B. Lafayette Fire Company: Mr. Schaller reported 63 calls for service in the east end of the township from January through October 2008.
C. Police, Sewer, and Subsidiary Reports: These reports are available for public inspection at this meeting and during regular business hours. 
D. Recycling Report: The recycling rate for October 2008 was 15.92%, which included 1.95 tons of appliances plus the collection of 3,270 biobags and 112 yard waste bundles.
E. Lancaster Inter-Municipal Committee: Ms. Wasong reported on the November 19, 2008 LIMC meeting held at Mountville Borough. The speaker was Dave Royer, LCPC, who spoke on the topics of the Transportation Improvement Program (TIP), the Long Range Transportation Plan and grant program. The next LIMC meeting is scheduled for December 10, 7:30AM, at Columbia Borough offices.
F. Questions & Comments for Community Police Officer: No officer was present and there were no comments.

VIII. Old Business
A. Ordinance No. 2008-03
Mr. Schaller moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the board unanimously adopted the above-mentioned ordinance, which amends Article XIV of the Lancaster Township Zoning Ordinance to provide for the installation of communication towers, antennas and related equipment on property owned or operated by the municipality or a municipal authority as a conditional use in the Campus/Open Space District.

IX. Planning/Zoning Business
A. LTPC #184—Southern Village Phase I, Reduction in Letter of Credit 
Mr. Allen moved, Mr. Schaller seconded, and the board unanimously approved a reduction in Letter of Credit #D003863 in the amount of $234,196.00, leaving a zero balance as per the township engineer’s letter of November 7, 2008. This reduction is for sewer only.
B. LTPC #197—Weis Market, Manor Shopping Center, Reduction in Letter of Credit
On a motion by Mr. Schaller, seconded by Mr. Allen, the board unanimously approved a reduction in Letter of Credit #11563056 in the amount of $3,015.00, leaving a zero balance as per the township engineer’s email of November 21, 2008.

X. New Business
A. Resolution No. 2008-12
Mr. Schaller moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the board unanimously set the real
estate tax levy for fiscal year 2009 at .6 mills or $.0006 on each one hundred dollars of assessed valuation.

B. Resolution No. 2008-13
Mr. Allen moved, Mr. Schaller seconded, and the board unanimously adopted the 2009 budget, which has been advertised and on public display since November 10, 2008, when it was presented at the board meeting. All three supervisors voiced their opinions that this is a very reasonable budget that did not require an increase in real estate taxes. All staff was commended for their assistance in keeping expenses in check.
C. Resolution No. 2008-14
Mr. Allen moved, Mr. Schaller seconded, and the board unanimously authorized the balancing of all accounts for fiscal year 2008.
D. Resolution No. 2008-15
Mr. Schaller moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the board unanimously authorized the execution of an agreement with PennDOT and PA DCED to permit electronic filing of required forms and information.
E. The Rail Road Action and Advisory Committee (TRRAAC)
Mr. Schaller moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the board unanimously authorized a donation of $561.67 to TRRAAC for one-third of their recent expenses related to the railroad relocation project study. The board stated that they would not look favorably on any more requests for funding as they have now donated over $2,000.00 to this study group.

XI. Guest Recognition and Participation
•Peggie L. Miller, Valley Road, displayed a book, “Gardens of the Susquehanna 2008,” for sale by the Wheatland Garden Group for $20.00 each. Proceeds help to maintain the gardens at President James Buchanan’s home, Wheatland. It also serves as one’s ticket for entrance to the gardens. She then wished everyone a Merry Christmas. •Bill Worley, Bean Hill Road, also wished everyone a Merry Christmas and asked if there was any new information on the Maple Grove Mill restoration. The township is unaware of any new plans.

XII. Executive Session
The board retired into an executive session at 6:40PM after the workshop session ended to discuss personnel issues. That session ended at 6:50PM.

With no other business brought before the board, the meeting was adjourned at 7:28PM.
