LANCASTER TOWNSHIP BOARD OF SUPERVISORS
Minutes—December 10, 2007


I. Pledge of Allegiance, Call to Order, and Roll Call
The duly advertised Lancaster Township Board of Supervisors meeting was held on December 10, 2007 in the township building at 1240 Maple Avenue, Lancaster, PA. In the absence of Chair Thomas H. Schaller, Vice Chair Kathleen M. Wasong called the meeting to order at 7:00PM. Treasurer Anthony J. Allen was also present. Others in attendance included township management staff and interested parties. Ms. Wasong led those assembled in the Pledge of Allegiance.

II. Public Comment on Agenda Items: There were no comments.

III. Secretary’s Report
The minutes of the November 12, 2007 board meeting were approved by general consent.

IV. Treasurer’s Report
Mr. Allen presented the report with the following amounts as of November 30, 2007:

A. Lancaster Township Fire Department: Ms. Wasong reported 31 calls for service in November for a year-to-date total of 542 calls.
B. Police, Sewer, and Subsidiary Reports: These reports are available for public inspection at this meeting and during regular business hours. 
C. Recycling Report: The recycling rate for October 2007 was 16.43% plus the collection of 1,831 bags of yard waste.
D. Lancaster Inter-Municipal Committee: Ms. Wasong reported on the November LIMC meeting held at West Hempfield Township. The speaker was Mr. Stivers of East Hempfield who spoke on the pros and cons Traditional Neighborhood Developments (TNDs). After a discussion on Transferable Development Rights (TDRs), it was announced there would be a rural summit on December 11 at Stauffer’s Country Barn Farm on Donnerville Road. The next LIMC meeting is scheduled for December 12, 7:30AM, at the West Hempfield Township offices.

VIII. Old Business
A. 2008 Proposed Lancaster Township Budget
Because of a clerical error, a special meeting has been scheduled for this business item. It will be held on Friday, December 28, 2007 at 6:00PM in the meeting room of the Lancaster Township municipal building.

IX. Planning/Zoning Business
A. LTPC #213—Honeysuckle Lane (Shepherd Family), Preliminary/Final Subdivision Plan Request for Waivers
1. Section 305—Preliminary Plan: Mr. Allen moved, Ms. Wasong seconded, and the board approved waiving the preliminary plan requirement.
2. Section 602.05.B—Centerline Separation: Mr. Allen moved, Ms. Wasong seconded, and the board approved waiving the centerline separation requirement of “no less than two hundred (200) feet between centerlines” because the street being intersected does not have the required minimum number of feet. This action was taken because there is no safety issue with the reduced footage.
3. Section 602.01.H.2—Reconstruction of Perimeter Streets: Mr. Allen moved, Ms. Wasong seconded, and the board waived the requirement to reconstruct one side of the street. This action was taken because the Millcreek developers had already completed street reconstruction in that area.
4. Section 609.05—Street Trees: Mr. Allen moved, Ms. Wasong seconded, and the board waived the requirement for street trees. This action is conditioned upon the applicant providing a landscaping plan for the basin along Millersville Road and was taken because there is a water line buried between the sidewalk and roadway. The trees will be planted farther away from the street and closer to the detention basin. 
B. LTPC #213—Honeysuckle Lane (Shepherd Family), Preliminary Final Subdivision Plan Conditional Approval 
Ms. Wasong moved, Mr. Allen seconded, and the board granted conditional plan approval based upon all agreements, certifications, and final securities being in place and approved.

X. New Business—There was no new business.

XI. Guest Recognition and Participation
Peggie L. Miller, Valley Road, wished everyone a Merry Christmas. The board also wished a Merry Christmas to all.

XII. Executive Session
At 7:15PM, the board retired into an executive session to discuss personnel issues.
