Minutes - December 11, 2000

PUBLIC HEARING - PROPOSED 2000 BUDGET
In the absence of the Chair, Michael F. Pickard, Vice Chair, convened a public hearing on the proposed 2001 Budget that has been on public display since November 13, 2000. Mr. Pickard asked for questions and/or comments. Charles Collom, 510 Wilson Drive, asked how much had been spent so far on Maple Grove Mill. Mr. Adams, Township Manager, replied that of the $30,000 budgeted for year 2000, $13,000 was paid out. Mrs. Adams stated she was disappointed that only one resident reviewed the budget during the public inspection period. She encouraged residents to attend more Township meetings. Peggie Miller, Valley Road, commented that she didn’t feel a need to review the proposed budget since all of her questions had been answered when it was presented at the November 13 meeting. With no further questions or comments, Mr. Pickard closed the hearing at 7:08PM.

I. Pledge of Allegiance, Call to Order, and Roll Call
The duly advertised Lancaster Township Board of Supervisors meeting was held on December 11, 2000 in the Township Building at 1240 Maple Avenue, Lancaster, PA. In the absence of Chair, Anthony J. Allen, the meeting was called to order at 7:09PM by Vice Chair Michael F. Pickard. Treasurer Helen S. Adams was also present. Others included Township management staff and interested parties. Allegiance to the flag was pledged.

II. Public Comment on Agenda Items
There were no comments.

III. Secretary’s Report
The minutes of the November 13, 2000 Board of Supervisors meeting were approved by general consent.

IV. Treasurer’s Report
Treasurer Adams presented the Treasurer’s Report showing the following amounts as of November 30, 2000.

Mrs. Adams noted a major portion of November’s revenue is from the earned income tax, which is up approximately $14,000. Mr. Pickard stated the Treasurer’s Report would be filed for audit.

VI. Reports
A. Lafayette Fire Company: There were three emergency responses in the East End in November.
B. Lancaster Township Fire Department: Mr. Thomas Schaller, Deputy Chief of the Lancaster Township Fire Department, reported 45 emergency calls in September and 33 calls in October for a year-to-date total of 397. He announced the Fire Department is approximately $81,000 toward their goal of $85,000. Mr. Schaller said it was not too late to make a contribution.
C. Police, Sewer, and Subsidiary Reports: These reports are available for public inspection at this meeting and during regular business hours. Officer J. D. Shaeffer was present for the meeting. Al Eckert, East King Street, reported he has seen many vehicles making illegal left-hand turns when exiting the Evergreen Personal Care Home. Officer Shaeffer will speak to the on-site workmen about the matter. Lynn Stauffer, Planning & Zoning Director, asked the traffic engineer for the Township to check Evergreen for proper compliance with signs and the driveway. Mrs. Miller asked about access for emergency vehicles and was told there is plenty of room for them. Bill Beard, Bean Hill Road, asked Officer Shaeffer if the Bean Hill Road speed limit could be changed to 25 MPH. Bill Worley, Bean Hill Road, offered police the use of his property for patrol cars to park in order to observe traffic. The officer stated he will see that the area is patrolled more frequently using the newly installed VASCAR system.
D. Recycling Report: There was no recycling report since it had not yet been received from the refuse contractor.

IX. Planning/Zoning Business
A. Extension of Time for Land Development Plan
Mrs. Adams moved, Mr. Pickard seconded, and the Board granted a 60-day extension of time, from December 17, 2000, to The Church of Jesus Christ of Latter Day Saints to fulfill requirements for the Parking Lot Expansion Preliminary Land Development Plan.

Mr. Pickard moved, Mrs. Adams seconded, and Board approved the Fiscal Year 2001 Budget.
B. Resolution No. 2000-20
Mrs. Adams moved, Mr. Pickard seconded, and the Board approved setting the tax levy for Lancaster Township at .4 mills.
C. Resolution No. 2000-21
Mr. Pickard moved, Mrs. Adams seconded, and the Board authorized the transfer of funds as necessary to balance all Lancaster Township accounts for FY 2000.
D. Engineering Services Agreement
Mrs. Adams moved, Mr. Pickard seconded, and the Board authorized the Secretary to enter into and sign an Engineering Services Agreement with Buchart Horn, Inc. to determine relative elevations of existing stormwater and sewer system structures in the area of Watson and Spencer Avenues.
E. Agreement for Commonwealth’s Financial Participation in Municipal Project on State Highway
Mr. Pickard moved, Mrs. Adams seconded, and the Board authorized the Secretary to enter into the above-mentioned agreement for the installation of a flashing warning light at New Danville Pike (SR 0324) and Hoover Road (T-544).
F. Castle Roller Skating, Inc.
Mrs. Adams moved, Mr. Pickard seconded, and the Board approved an all-night skate on February 10, 2001 at Castle Roller Skating, Inc.

XI. Guest Recognition and Participation
Ms. Miller wished everyone a merry Christmas and happy new year.(Mr. Eckert expressed his interest in joining a budget review committee. (Gerald Vath, North President Avenue, thanked the Board for responding to his request for no parking signs on North President, and for painting lines on the roadway. (Mr. Collom suggested placing the next Supervisors’ meeting date on the current agenda. He also inquired in what fields the Township needs volunteers. Mrs. Adams stated an electrical engineer is currently needed for the Building Code Board of Appeals. (
