LANCASTER TOWNSHIP BOARD OF SUPERVISORS
Minutes—December 14, 2009


I. Pledge of Allegiance, Call to Order, and Roll Call
The duly advertised Lancaster Township Board of Supervisors meeting was held on December 14, 2009 in the township building at 1240 Maple Avenue, Lancaster, PA. Chair Anthony J. Allen was absent. Vice Chair Thomas H. Schaller called the meeting to order at 7:00PM. Treasurer Kathleen M. Wasong was also present. Others in attendance included township management staff and interested parties. Mr. Schaller led those assembled in the Pledge of Allegiance.

Public Hearing: Mr. Schaller opened a public hearing on the proposed 2010 Budget. William M. Laudien, township manager, gave a brief overview and noted that the township anticipates a decrease in the earned income tax. There is no tax increase. The floor was opened for comments. There were none and the public hearing was closed.

II. Public Comment on Agenda Items: There were no comments.

III. Secretary’s Report
The minutes of the November 9, 2009 board meeting will be presented at the January 4, 2010 meeting.

A. Lancaster Township Fire Department: Mr. Schaller reported 31 calls for service in November for a year-to-date total of 436 calls.
B. Police, Sewer, and Subsidiary Reports: These reports are available for public inspection at this meeting and during regular business hours. 
C. Recycling Report: The recycling rate for October 2009 was 14.55%.
D. Lancaster Inter-Municipal Committee: Mr. Laudien reported on the December 9, 2009 LIMC meeting. Two items were discussed: the annual contribution for 2010 will be reduced by one-third, and in the first quarter of 2010, members will evaluate the direction of the LIMC. 
E. Questions & Comments for Community Police Officer: Lieutenant Brent Oberholtzer thanked everyone for the good working relationship over the past year while he served township liaison as well as the past 38 years. He noted there has been a very positive and cooperative relationship with Manheim Township Police as they work together toward the transfer of duties on December 31, 2009. The board thanked the lieutenant for his support and assistance.

IX. Planning/Zoning Business
A. LTPC #063—Riverside Avenue Subdivision, Street Trees
Ms. Wasong moved, Mr. Schaller seconded, and the board approved a reduction in financial securities from $4,088.00 to zero as the owner has now planted the required street trees along Riverside Avenue.
B. LTPC #210—Evergreen Estates, Final Land Development Plan
Ms. Wasong moved, Mr. Schaller seconded, and after discussion the board approved a reduction of financial securities from $3,842.00 to zero as per the township engineer’s letter of November 9, 2009.
C. LTPC #216—1401 Columbia Avenue, Final Land Development Plan
Ms. Wasong moved, Mr. Schaller seconded, and after discussion the board approved a six-month extension of time to May 12, 2010 for the recording of the plan.
D. LTPC #233—CrossWay Church, Phase I, Final Land Development Plan
Ms. Wasong moved, Mr. Schaller seconded, and the board approved a ninety-day extension of time for recording the plan.
E. LTPC #235—Lancaster History.Org, Final Subdivision & Land Development Plan
Ms. Wasong moved, Mr. Schaller seconded, and the board approved a request for exemption to the PA DEP Sewage Planning Module as per the township engineer’s letter of November 11, 2009.
F. 126 South Conestoga Drive, Request for Public Sewer Hook-Up
Ms. Wasong moved, Mr. Schaller seconded, and the board approved a request for an allocation of one (1) EDU to allow hook-up to public sewer at the above-mentioned address.

X. New Business
A. Resolution No. 2009-18
Ms. Wasong moved, Mr. Schaller seconded, and the board adopted the 2010 budget, which has been advertised and on public display since November 9, 2009, when it was presented at the board meeting.
B. Resolution No. 2009-17
Ms. Wasong moved, Mr. Schaller seconded, and the board authorized the appropriation of specific sums estimated to be required for the specific purposes of the municipal government during 2010 and setting the millage at .6 ($.0006).
C. Resolution No. 2009-19
Ms. Wasong moved, Mr. Schaller seconded, and the board authorized the balancing of all accounts for fiscal year 2009.
D. Resolution No. 2009-20
Ms. Wasong moved, Mr. Schaller seconded, and the board approved an amendment to the Lancaster Township Schedule of Fees (parking fees).
E. Ordinance No. 2009-02
Ms. Wasong moved, Mr. Schaller seconded, and the board authorized the Manheim Township Police and other law enforcement personnel to enforce laws and ordinances within Lancaster Township and approving an agreement for police services to be provided by Manheim Township. This ordinance was presented at the November 9, 2009 board meeting.

XI. Guest Recognition and Participation
•Peggie L. Miller, Valley Road, thanked the board for not increasing taxes. Ms. Miller then asked how the township will be paying for Humane League services. Mr. Laudien explained that we will be paying a fee based on the township population. She thanked Lieutenant Oberholtzer for his service to the township and then wished everyone a Merry Christmas. •Bob Desmarais, Newton Road, asked about the school resource officer for Wheatland Middle School. Mr. Laudien replied the city officer will be leaving at the end of this year and that details for replacement currently are being worked out. •Bill Worley, Bean Hill Road, asked about speeding on Wabank Road. It was explained that we are working with the state as they have jurisdiction and any traffic light installation would have to meet state warrants.

With no other business brought before the board, the meeting was adjourned at 7:35PM. The board then wished everyone happy holidays.
