Covered Devices 
Recycling Act

PA Act 108 of 2010 instituted a recycling law for covered 
devices/e-waste. Since January 24, 2013, residents have 
been prohibited from disposing of televisions, computers 

and accessories, cell phones, cameras, etc. with curbside trash or 
recycling. These items must be taken to the Lancaster County 
Hazardous Waste Facility at 1299 Harrisburg Pike. Phone: (717)

Trash & Recycling Bills

The semi-annual trash/recycling bill is increasing in 2018 
(by $8) and will take effect with the April billing. This is 
the first increase in ten years. The fee is now $110.00 for 

six months. Seniors aged 60 or older are eligible for a 10% discount, 
$99.00 for six months. Bring your ID to the township office for the 
discounted rate. Bills are mailed April 1 and due April 30. A 1990 
ordinance requires all landowners within the township to have 
their trash picked up by the township hired contractor. Exceptions 
are apartment buildings with four or more units, and businesses 
(does not include in-home occupations). Those that are exempt 
from being on the township trash service are still required to have 
a licensed LCSWMA approved hauler to pick up their trash. 
Recycling is mandatory for all residents, including apartment and 
businesses within the township. Apartment owners are to provide 
trash removal/recycling opportunities for their tenants. It is the 
landlord’s responsibility to inform their tenants of any ordinances 
the township has that may affect them. Coming soon to the 
township website—Trash/Recycle bills can be paid online! n

Yard Waste Collection

Yard waste collection begins the week of April 2 and 
continues every other week through the week of  
October 1. Collection includes leaves, garden residue, 

brush, shrubbery trimmings, and small branches less than 2 inches 
in diameter. Yard waste bags will be available starting Monday, 
April 2, through Thursday, October 4, or while supply lasts, at the 
maintenance facility at 1357 Meadowcreek Lane, during their yard 
waste facility hours. A maximum of 10 bags per visit/20 per week. 
Bags can also be purchased at Lowes or Home Depot. Put your bag 
at the curb when it is full. Fill bags to the line indicated and fold 
or smash in the bag. Loaders have the right to leave bags not filled 
properly. Larger branches three inches or more in diameter must be 
cut into three-foot lengths, bundled, and placed next to your yard 
waste bags. Grass is not permitted in yard waste bags. DO NOT 
put tree branches or sticks in your trash can, or leave them piled up 
(unbundled/untied) on the curb—it will not be collected, nor will 
yard waste in plastic bags. n

Large Appliance & 
Tire Collection 
… is the week of 
April 9 to 12 on your 
regular trash day. 
Large appliances 
include washers, 
dryers, dishwashers, 
refrigerators, 
stoves, freezers, 
hot water heaters, 
air conditioners, 
etc. A $12 blue tag 
must be purchased 
and attached to each 
appliance. Items too 
heavy to be lifted into 
a truck by two people 
will not be accepted. 
Each tire requires 
a $2 purple tag, and 
tires must be removed 
from their rims. No 
commercial truck 
tires will be accepted.

About hoarding
As the Building Code Official in 

Lancaster Township, I have come 
across hoarders in all areas. They come 
in all shapes and sizes, and cross all 
boundaries including income, ethnicity, 
and personalities. Understanding this 
unusual phenomenon is the first step at 
helping yourself or someone you love or 
care for.

Hoarding disorder is a persistent 
difficulty discarding or parting with 
possessions because of a perceived need 
to save them. A person with a hoarding 
disorder experiences distress at the 
thought of getting rid of items and, with 
that, excessive accumulation of items 
occurs, regardless of their actual value. 
Hoarding often creates such cramped 
living conditions that homes may be 
filled to capacity, with only narrow 
pathways winding through stacks of 
clutter. Countertops, sinks, stoves, 
desks, stairways and virtually all other 
surfaces are usually piled with stuff. 
When there’s no more room inside, the 
clutter may spread to the garage, vehicles, 
yard, and other storage facilities. People 
with hoarding disorder may not see it 
as a problem, which makes treatment 
challenging. However, intensive 
treatment can help people with hoarding 
disorder understand how their beliefs and 
behaviors can be changed so that they can 
live safer, more enjoyable lives.

Signs and symptoms may include: 
excessively acquiring items that are 
not needed or for which there is no 
space; persistent difficulty throwing 
out or parting with things, regardless 
of actual value; and a tendency toward 
indecisiveness, perfectionism, avoidance, 
and procrastination. People with 
hoarding disorder typically save items 
because they believe these items are 
unique or will be needed at some point 
in the future, the items have important 
emotional significance, serving as a 

reminder of happier 
times or representing 
beloved people or pets, 
and they feel safer when 
surrounded by the 
things they save.

Excessive acquiring 
and refusing to discard 
items may result in: 
buildup of food or trash 
to unusually excessive 
and unsanitary levels, 
significant distress or 
problems functioning 
or keeping yourself and 

others safe in the home, conflict with 
others who try to reduce or remove 
clutter from the home, and emergency 
responders (police and fire) will have 
trouble accessing the home during 
life-threatening emergencies. For more 
information, go to: https://hoarding.

2018 Road Maintenance
Lancaster Township makes every 

effort to keep its roads and streets 
in good repair. They are inspected 
frequently and based on those 
inspections and average traffic flow, 
the roads to be repaved are chosen. A 
preliminary list of roads/alleys to be 
repaved summer 2018 will be available 
on the township website in April.

Street Sweeping
Street sweeping resumes on April 3. 

Sweeping on signed streets takes place the 
first and third Tuesday and Wednesday 
of each month, starting on April 3. NO 
WARNING NOTICES! Police will 
enforce street signs that prohibit parking. 
When street sweeping ends, parking 
restrictions will remain in force for leaf 
pickup. Please read the signs and move 
your vehicle. Illegally parked vehicles 
prevent the township from cleaning 
and maintaining the streets. A link to a 
calendar of first and third Tuesday and 
Wednesday sweeping days can be found 
at www.twp.lancaster.pa.us.  

Street/Alley Tree Policy
Property owners are responsible for 

the care and pruning of all trees and 
shrubs along any street or township-
maintained alley, whether in or out 
of the right-of-way. Overgrown trees, 
bushes, and hedges can cause plows and 
trucks to damage right-of-way plantings, 
can cause equipment breakage, and 
is dangerous for the crew. We are 
continuing an aggressive approach 
to removing and trimming trees and 
bushes in our township-maintained 
alleys. Most alleys have a 14-ft. right-
of-way width that must be clear of any 
fences, vegetation, or objects within this 
14-ft. distance. Check your property! 
If you have right-of-way encroachment, 
please remove it. A minimum distance 
of 14 ft. must be maintained between 
the road surface and the lowest 
overhanging branch above our streets. 

Smaller trees and shrubs should be 
pruned to allow signs to be clearly seen. 
We will be inspecting intersections for 
traffic visibility. If a visibility problem 
is noticed, you will be notified. The 
township reserves the right to do any 
necessary pruning if the property owner 
fails to maintain trees, bushes, or other 
plantings. 

If a tree or tree limb blocks a township 
roadway/alley, we will attempt to open 
it for the safe passage of vehicles. If a 
fallen tree or branch is too large for us to 
handle, the roadway/alley will be closed

MS4: Cleaning 
Up Our Water

Water is everywhere. It falls 
from the sky. It soaks into 
the ground. Humans are 

made up of mostly water. We drink it, 
wash with it, and play in it. When we 
build roads, put up roofs, or take down 
trees, the rainwater that can no longer 
be absorbed into the land increases in 
rate and volume as it runs off the land. 

Runoff has been increasing and there 

are requirements to control that runoff. 
Those controls started with flooding 
and understanding where the flood-
prone areas were. Since the 1970s, EPA 
required special pollutant discharge 
elimination permits.

A few years later, EPA and DEP 
required municipalities like Lancaster 
Township to comply with a new 
program called “MS4” (Municipal 
Separate Storm Sewer System) and 
to reduce pollutants from the runoff 
flowing to the Chesapeake Bay.

Public education and involvement 
are key components of meeting these 
new requirements and we welcome 
public input. Many community 
stakeholders are already involved, but 
we’d be glad to hear from you about any 
questions, suggestions, or willingness 
to help that you care to offer. If you see 
a problem in a township road or park, 
please contact the township office.n

and the property owner will have 24 
hours to have the tree removed. It is the 
responsibility of the property owner to 
secure a private contractor to clean up 
the tree and remove any debris in order 
to reopen the roadway/alley. When a 
property owner does not arrange for 
timely removal or cannot be reached, 
the township will have the obstruction 
removed by a contractor and the property 
owner will be billed for those services. 

Yard/Woody Waste Dropoff
The yard/woody waste facility at 

1357 Meadowcreek Lane opens on 
Monday, April 2. Days and hours of 
operation are Monday–Thursday, 3pm 
to 7pm. On October 4, hours change 
to 2pm to 6pm, and on November 5, 
hours change to 1pm to 5pm. The once-
a-month Saturday dropoff begins April 
7 and will continue the first Saturday 
of each month through November 3, 
with hours 9am to Noon. The facility is 
closed all Fridays and holidays on May 
28, July 4, and September 3. The facility 
closing date is Wednesday, November 
21. This service is for township residents 
only; no contractors. Have ID ready 
for the gate attendant who will inspect 
yard waste for contaminants and direct 
you to the proper place to unload. Yard 
waste bags will be available; maximum 
10 bags per visit/20 per week. Users of 
the woody waste facility need to enter 
via the Elm Avenue driveway and exit 
onto Meadowcreek Lane. 

Mulch and Compost 
Mulch/compost will be available 

for hand-loading in the Quarry near 
the attendant’s building after April 
3, Monday–Thursday, 3pm to 7pm. 
Mulch/compost will be loaded Monday-
Thursday, 3pm to 4pm, and the first 
Saturday of each month (until June 2) 
from 9am to Noon. After June 2, call 
(717) 293-1733 to check on availability 
and loading times. All mulch/
compost is free to Lancaster Township 
residents only, while supply lasts. No 
contractors.n

wife, causing life-threatening injuries. 
These incidents are part of a larger social 
problem experienced here in Lancaster 
County.

are the Lancaster County domestic 
violence statistic totals within the 
past year: unduplicated recipients for 
assistance 1,438; emergency nights 
provided 9,138; sheltered recipients 
209; hotline calls received 761; hours 
provided to recipients 10,622. A goal 
of the Manheim Township Police 
is to reduce the number of domestic 
violence-related incidents. There are 
services available to assist victims, their 
children, and their families.
