Schaller called the meeting to order at 7:00PM. Vice Chair Kathleen M. Wasong and Treasurer Benjamin H. Bamford were also present. Others in attendance included township management staff and interested parties. Mr. Schaller led those assembled in the Pledge of Allegiance.

Public Comment on Agenda Items: There were no comments.

Secretary’s Report: The minutes of the November 8, 2010 board meeting were approved by general consent.

VI. Reports

A. Lancaster Township Fire Department: Mr. Schaller reported 45 calls for service in November for a year-to-date total of 561 calls. It was noted at this point that Tom Schaller was honored at the LTFD annual meeting with the “Pookie Award” for 50 years of service to the fire department. After a brief discussion of plans for a new emergency facility, Mr. Schaller thanked School District of Lancaster board member Mike Rowan for his tireless efforts in supporting a new facility.
B. Lafayette Fire Company: There were five calls to the east side in November.
C. Police: There was no representative from the police but Mr. Schaller reminded everyone to lock doors, windows, and vehicles. It was also mentioned that one should not leave a car running while in a convenience store. Not only is theft a possibility, but it is against the law.
D. Sewer, and Subsidiary Reports: These reports are available for public inspection at this meeting and during regular business hours.  

E. Recycling Report: The recycling rate for October 2010 was 14.66%. Also collected were 3,206 yard waste bags, 175 yard waste bundles, 1.56 tons of cardboard, and 1.64 tons of appliances.
F. Lancaster Inter-Municipal Committee: William M. Laudien, township manager, reported on the December 8, 2010 LIMC meeting. After discussion, it was decided to join the Clean Water Consortium with the provision that two members sit on the committee’s board. It was announced that the executive director, John Ahlfeld, would be retiring. A transition team will be redefining the LIMC’s goals and begin the process for hiring a new executive director. As a cost-saving step, the offices will be moved to the county building on North Queen Street where rent is less than the current amount. The next meeting will be January 12, 7:30AM at Manor Township.
